Town Board Meeting

Minutes
1. Call to order – Chairman Neil Ambourn called the September 13, 2010, Town Board meeting to order at 7 p.m.
2. Roll call of officers – All officers were present. Others in attendance were: Dale Halonie, John Volker and Gerald Tjader.
3. Public Notice – Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting.
4. Approval of Minutes from August 9, 2010 meeting – Motion to approve the minutes of the August 9, 2010 Town Board meeting was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Jim Tolbert. Motion carried, voice vote.
5. Chair’s report – Neil Ambourn met with Eric Wojchik, Polk County Land and Water Conservationist on an invasive species, Japanese Knotweed and spoke about a management plan. It is located in three spots in the town, two on town roads and one on private property. Dale Halonie reported he knows of more locations. Neil Amboourn reported erosion problems had been reported and addressed. 
6. Clerk’s report – Peggy Tolbert reported Bremer Bank needs a new signature card for the checking and equipment fund. Forms were passed around for signature. A Prime Contractor Affidavit of Compliance with Prevailing Wage Rate Determination was received from Monarch Paving. The Equalization Report had been received and was distributed for review. The statement of assessment was received from the county. Total assessed value of real estate and personal property in the town is $98,160,700.00. Uniform Dwelling Code (UDC) inspector reports from August and September had been received. One final inspection report had been issued during that time period. 
7. Treasurer’s report – Treasurer Carrie Hunter presented the treasurer’s report. Current bank balance is $64,814.87. Carried reported on 2009 delinquent personal property and noted she is still researching past years delinquent personal property taxes. The dog list that was turned into the county was distributed for review by the town board. The August settlement was $93,447.10.
8. Supervisors’ reports – Jim Tolbert reported he was gathering information about the process for a town to take over a private road. Gerald Tjader was present to inquire about the process as residents on Spencer Lane may have an interest in requesting this. Spencer Lane is located in two towns – LaFollette and Sand Lake. Both towns would need to agree to taking over the road. Mr. Tjader will discuss the process with residents on Spencer Lane.
9. Plan Commission – Peggy Tolbert reported a Plan Commission Meeting is being scheduled for October. The Plan Commission will develop a recommendation for terms to be presented to the Town Board in November. 
10. Road  report
· Fire Sign Inventory discussion – Discussion ensued on the need to inventory the fire signs in the town to determine how many new style signs need to be ordered.  Peggy Tolbert reported Cora Bauer was interested in doing the inventory.
· Sharing town equipment/personnel discussion – No action taken.  Jim Tolbert will contact Chris Sybers to discuss this issue.
· Shouldering and mowing discussion – Discussion ensued on hiring Hopkins Sand & Gravel to shoulder roads up to $20,000.00. Gaslyn, Fristed, Dongola Roads should be the priority. It was agreed Dale needs to mow needs to be done before shouldering can be done. 
· Road project update – Fristed Road paving was completed by Scott Construction.
· Road report – Road employee Dale Halonie reported he had graded, hauled gravel to fill a washout on Gaslyn Lake Road, cleaned out a culvert on Big Sand Lake Road, prepped Fristed Road for paving, and patched pot holes. Discussion ensued on improved maintenance on roads. 
11. TRIP reimbursement – Neil Ambourn will work on the reimbursement forms. 
12. Matters for discussion and possible action at this meeting
· Bir-Oaks Resort Beer License Inquiry –Neil Ambourn reported the owners of Bir-Oaks Resort inquired about applying for a beer only license. Peggy Tolbert reported a beer only license would be allowed.  The license fee would be $50.00
· Subdivision Ordinance Variance Request – Viola Lake – Surveyor Mark Krause was present to review the variance request from Allen Anderson. The request had been on the agenda for the county Land Use and Information Committee but was postponed due to the request from the town to review the request prior to a decision. Mr. Anderson wants to divide his property into two lots in order to sell one. Following discussion, it was the majority opinion the request should be approved. Peggy Tolbert will send a letter to the county with this opinion. 
· Posting Board – Jim Tolbert and Neil Ambourn will get together to construct the framework for the posting board and get it installed prior to winter. 
· Upcoming Elections – Peggy Tolbert reported there are two elections this fall – the September 14 Partisan Primary and the November 4 General Election.  A port-a-potty will be rented for both elections. 
· 2011 Town Budget discussion – Peggy Tolbert reminded the board the 2011 Town Budget will be discussed at the October meeting.  The budget approval meeting is typically in November, but can be held as late as December.
· Pay Bills – Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to approve payment of all invoices was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert.

Adjournment – Motion to adjourn was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert. The meeting adjourned at 8:48 p.m.
