Town Board Meeting

7:00 pm
Minutes
Chairman Neil Ambourn called the October 11, 2010, Town Board meeting to order at 7:00 pm. All officers were present. Others in attendance were Dan Scully and Don Button. 
Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the minutes from the September 12, 2010, Town Board meeting was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Jim Tolbert. Motion carried, voice vote. 
Chair’s report – Neil Ambourn reported receiving several calls on dog issues that corrected themselves, WITC correspondence about a community listening forum, notice of a boom mower for rent from Mackensie Supply, a letter from the DNR about assessment grants, and cutting notices. Neil reported loggers currently working in the area cannot use Gaslyn Lake Road until the road gets shouldered. Neil met with Hopkins Sand and Gravel about shouldering and created a map where shouldering needs to be done. About 15 miles will be done. 
Clerk’s report – Peggy Tolbert reported working on the 2011 budget and preparation for the November 2 General Election. A plaque recognizing the Town’s support of the 2010 census had been received. Peggy reported the variance request submitted to Burnett County by Alan Anderson was denied by the Land Use and Information Committee. Peggy reported County Surveyor Jason Towne has concerns about damage to survey monuments because he was not notified in advance of work being down to town roads. Cora Bauer is working on the fire sign inventory and hopes to have it done by the next town meeting. An affidavit of prevailing wage was received from Scott Construction.
Treasurer’s report – Treasurer Carrie Hunter reported book balance of $150,002.53.
Supervisors’ reports – Supervisor Jim Tolbert reported he met with BC Towns Association Chairman Chris Sybers about a bulk road sign order and sharing of equipment and personnel. These topics will be on the Towns Association meeting agenda for 10/28/10. Jim has volunteered to gather the equipment/personnel information. Chris is planning on putting together information to present to several sign companies with the idea of placing bulk orders over a period of years. Discussion ensued on whether the Town of Sand Lake wanted to participate in the equipment/personnel sharing idea. At this time, the town is not in a position to loan out equipment and personnel but would be interested in joint purchase of equipment not routinely used.
Plan Commission – Peggy Tolbert reported a Plan Commission meeting is scheduled for October 20, 2010. The distribution of the copies of the comprehensive plan will be completed this week.
Road Work update - Neil reported the TRIP project application and bid did not match, so the project was not accepted for reimbursement. A replacement project needs to be selected and an application submitted. Following discussion, the board decided to wait until the Spring Road Tour to make a decision about a replacement project.
Road report – Road Employee Dale Halonie reported he had graded every gravel road in the town several weeks ago. Town roads have been patched. Dale reported he had shouldered on Dongola Road and moved the picnic tables into the town shop for the winter. 
Matters for discussion and possible action at this meeting
· Posting Board – Jim and Neil will get together on Thursday to complete this project. 
· Report on Delinquent Personal Property Taxes – Carrie Hunter reported on delinquent personal property dating back to 2006. Carrie has contacted by phone two of the people. Neil requested Carrie send registered letters to all delinquent personal property tax payers. 
· Snow Plow rates for 2010/2011- A motion to keep the rates the same as last year was made by Jim Tolbert, seconded by Ro Endresen.  Discussion ensued on whether rates should be increased. Neil recommended increasing each category by $50.00. A motion to increase the rates by $50.00 was made by Neil Ambourn, seconded by Jim Tolbert. Motion carried, voice vote. Peggy Tolbert will publish the rates and post them on the website. 
· 2011 Town Budget discussion – Peggy Tolbert reviewed the assumptions she made in preparing the draft budget.  Following discussion, the board decided to keep the levy the same as 2009. The board provided other direction and Peggy will adjust the budget accordingly.  Budget meetings will be scheduled for November.
Pay Bills – Peggy Tolbert reviewed bills for payment. Motion to approve payments was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert. Motion carried, voice vote.
Public Hearing on the 2011 Town Budget, Special Meeting to approve the 2010 tax levy and Town Board meeting will be held Monday, November 8, 2010.
Motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Jim Tolbert, second by Ro Endresent.  Motion carried, voice vote. Meeting adjourned at 8:42 p.m.
