· Motion to approve salaries for elected official be paid during the 2-year term, 2011-2013 was made by Mary Lengsfeld, seconded by Carsten Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. Annual salaries will be: Chairman - $3,000.00; Supervisors - $2,000.00; Clerk - $5,700.00; Treasurer - $3,600.00
· Neil Ambourn adjourned the Special Town Meeting at 7:12 p.m.
Town Board Meeting

· Neil Ambourn called the Town Board Meeting to order at 7:12 p.m.

· Peggy Tolbert verified public notice of the Town Board Meeting.
· Motion to approve the minutes of the October 11, 2010 Town Board Meeting was made by Carsten Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert. Motion carried, voice vote.
· Reports from town officers/employees

· Town Chair’s report – Neil Ambourn reported the Webster Senior Center invited a Town Board representative to lunch and a presentation. Ro Endresen will attend if possible. 
· Clerk’s report – Peggy Tolbert reported on the November 2 General Election and budget preparation.
· Treasurer’s Report – No report.
· Supervisors – Jim Tolbert reported he worked with the State Web Site representative on the automatic notice feature working.  The WISLR road report has been submitted.  Several residents including Jerry Tjader had complaints on the mowing of the road right of way which was done by County Highway. Unfortunately, residents had planted within the right of way and those plantings were mown down. Jim also reported on the Burnett County Towns Association meeting. As a follow up to the Towns Association meeting, the Town Board will have further discussion in December of the sign replacement project and the possibility of a Town ATV ordinance. 
· Plan Commission – Peggy Tolbert reported on the October 20, meeting of the Plan Commission. A proposed rotation schedule for new members will be presented at the December Town Board meeting.

· Road work update – Neil Ambourn reported County Highway is mowing all town roads with their boom mower. The town mower had broken down, but is fixed. Peterson Road is being widened and shouldering many of the town roads is being done by Hopkins Sand and Gravel. 
· Set date for January Caucus – Discussion ensued on setting the date for the January Caucus.  A date between the 1st and last Tuesday in January is required by statute.  Peggy and Jim Tolbert will work out a date and report back to the board in December. 
· Pay bills – Peggy Tolbert represented the invoices for payment.  Motion to pay all invoices as presented was made by Jim Tolbert, seconded by Carsten Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. 
· Matters for discussion and possible action on the town board notice and agenda for the December 13, 2010 meeting – ATV ordinance, sign replacement project, Plan Commission member rotation schedule and municipal tax collector’s bond.
