· Call to order – Chairman Neil Ambourn called the Special Meeting of the Town Board to order at 7:00 pm.
· Roll call of officers – All officers were present with the exception of Treasurer Carrie Hunter.
· Public Notice – Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed the public notice of the meeting.
· 2010/2011 Municipal tax collection discussion – Peggy Tolbert updated the board on the municipal tax collection bond application process. Three companies contacted by Rural Insurance were unwilling to issue a municipal tax collection bond to the current treasurer. Peggy reviewed three options available to the board: contract with Burnett County to collect the first half of the 2011 taxes (the treasurer would prepare the statements and the January and February settlements) at a cost of $.50 per parcel; appoint a bondable deputy treasurer to collect the first half of the 2011 taxes; pass an ordinance to have the town accept financial responsibility for tax collection. Following discussion of these options, Jim Tolbert made a motion to allow Peggy Tolbert to work with County Treasurer Joanne Pahl on an agreement to have Burnett County collect the first half of the 2011 taxes. Carsten Endresen seconded the motion. Motion carried, voice vote. The agreement will be prepared for signature at the December 13, 2011 Town Board meeting.  Jim Tolbert then reviewed correspondence he has had with the Towns Association lawyer regarding the possible resignation or replacement of a town official due to inability or unwillingness to perform duties.  Failure to secure a municipal tax collection bond by the treasurer is considered a failure to perform a duty. The board discussed whether to ask Carrie Hunter for her resignation and came to a consensus that she should resign. Jim Tolbert offered to speak with her. Discussion ensued of appointing an interim or deputy treasurer who would serve out the current term of office.  As this item was not on the agenda for this meeting, action will be taken at the December 13, 2010 meeting.
· Adjournment – Motion to adjourn was made by Carsten Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert. Motion carried, voice vote. The meeting adjourned at 7:21 pm.
