Minutes
· Chair Neil Ambourn called the January 10, 2011, Town Board meeting to order at 7p.m.
· All officers present.  Other attending were: Dan Scully Debra Scully and Karolyn Kroll.
· Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting.
· Motion to approve the minutes from the December 8 and December 13, 2010 meeting was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Jim Tolbert. Motion carried, voice vote.
· Chair’s report – Karolyn Kroll representing Baxter’s Classic Cars, LLC requested Neil’s signature on a form requesting a name change for the business. Ms. Kroll explained the state views a name change as it would if a new entity were created. The Township and County Zoning approvals are required. The business is applying for a two-year auto salvage/dealer license being requested. Motion to sign off on the auto salvage/dealer license application was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert. Motion carried, voice vote.
Neil Ambourn reported Burnett County Sheriff Deal Roland has scheduled a meeting on January 20, 2011 to discuss fireworks ordinances and enforcement.  Jim Tolbert volunteered to go. Neil Ambourn reviewed a Surplus Property Association membership request. The board is not interested in joining. Neil Ambourn distributed the bridge inspection report done by Burnett County Highway department. The results of the report are: Whistler Bridge – tighten bolts on spreader beam bolts, railing, bearing and soffit and seal deck cracks; Gaslyn Bridge – Routinely clean sand from joints at both ends of structure, seal deck, remove brush in riprap; Emerson Bridge – Wedge approaches, seal deck, remove brush in northeast corner, remove bog at east half of bridge. 
· Clerk’s report – Peggy Tolbert reported the collection of real and personal property taxes by the Burnett County Treasurer’s office is going well. Weekly transfer of funds have been done since the end of December and will continue until January 31, 2011. Peggy Tolbert, Melanie Johnson and Jim Tolbert prepared the tax statements and dog license applications for mailing in mid-December. Peggy and Melanie have met to review procedures and set up communications systems. Peggy Tolbert reported she has printed and distributed W2s and 1099s to all employees. There will be a February Primary Election on February 15, 2011, for a state judicial seat. Peggy reported she has prepared for the Town Caucus on January 15, 2011 by watching the How to Prepare for your Town Caucus wisline. 
· Treasurer’s report – Melanie Johnson reviewed the treasurer’s report for December 2010. Checking account balance on December 31, 2011 including outstanding checks was $203,519.71.  Melanie also reported on dog license application received and licenses sent. .
· Supervisors’ reports – Jim Tolbert reported he had worked with Verizon to get Road Employee Dale Halonie a new phone and also switched the town account to a municipal account that will have a reduced cost. Jim reported he has almost completed the inventory of town road signs. Most signs will need replacing for the new reflectivity requirements. Discussion ensued on the right of way violation on the Hoss property where a “no hunting sign” has been erected in the right of way.  Neil Ambourn prefers Burnett County Forestry Department correct the issue rather than the town getting involved.  
· Plan Commission
· Appointment of replacement member – no action was taken at this meeting.
· Rotation plan for future appointments – Jim Tolbert summarized his suggested plan. The board representative would remain a two year appointment, concurrent with the term of office. Four citizen members would have staggered three year appointments.  In order to achieve this scheme, current Plan Commission members would complete their term of office in 2012.  Then, with new appointments being made in 2012, one member would be appointed to serve a one year term ending in 2013, another to serve a two year term ending in 2014, and another to serve a three year term ending in 2015. As each of these appointments ended, new appointments for three year terms would be made. To bring the commission back to the full membership of five, a three year appointment should be made in 2011 (to end in 2014). Following discussion a motion directly Clerk Peggy Tolbert to draft an amendment to the Plan Commission Ordinance was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert. Motion carried, voice vote. Peggy will prepare the amendment for the February 14, 2011 meeting.
· Road report – Dale Halonie was not present to give a road report.
· Pay Bills – Clerk Peggy Tolbert reviewed the bills presented for payment and answered questions. Motion to approve all payments was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert.
· Next meeting date – February 14, 2011
· Adjournment – Motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert.  Neil Ambourn adjourned the meeting at 7:42 p.m.
