Town Board Meeting

Minutes
· Chair Neil Ambourn called the February 14, 2011, Town Board meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
· All officers were present with the exception of Supervisor Ro Endresen. Others attending were: Dan Scully, Dale Halonie.
· Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting.
· Motion to approve the minutes of the January 10, 2011 meeting was made by Neil Ambourn, seconded by Jim Tolbert. Motion carried, voice vote.
·  Chair’s report – Neil did not have anything to report.
· Clerk’s report - Peggy reported the results of the January Town Caucus: Nominations for Chair – Donald Taylor and Jim Tolbert; Supervisor: Ro Endresen and Daniel Scully; Clerk – Peggy Tolbert; Treasurer – Melanie Connor Johnson.  Jim Tolbert withdrew his nomination. Tuesday, February 15, 2011 is the Spring Primary Election. Annual payroll reporting is complete.  Work on the Form CT will begin soon. The quarterly meeting of the Burnett County Towns Association Ambulance Committee was January 18, 2011.  Representatives from North Memorial Ambulance were present to answer questions about the service under the new contract.  The St. Croix Tribe paid their past due personal tax due from 2010.
· Treasurer’s report – Melanie Johnson gave the February 2011 Treasurer’s report. The actual bank balance as of February 14 is $666,612.53. 35 dog licenses have been issued and 2010 surplus dog tag funds have been received from the county for $163.34.
· Supervisors’ reports – Jim Tolbert reported on the meeting called by the county sheriff to discuss fireworks. Jim reported the permitting system worked well for the Town of Sand Lake. 
· Plan Commission
· Following review of the amendment, motion to approve the amended to the Plan Commission ordinance to create staggered terms of office was made by Jim, seconded by Neil. Motion carried, voice vote.
· Appointment of replacement member – Jim will no longer be the Board representative to the Plan Commission after April 12, 2011; he volunteered to be appointed to the vacant position. Neil accepted his offer. Jim’s term of office will expire in April 2012.
· Road  report
· Road report – Dale Halonie reported he had plowed and sanded town roads numerous times due to snow and ice. The grader had required repair. Discussion ensued on the snowmobile trail issue on Emerson Road which has now been resolved. Neil asked Dale to wing out Maple Road (only road not to be done yet). 

· Discussion of TRIP Project for 2011 will be postponed until after the Spring road tour.
· Discussion of items brought forward from Towns Association Meeting

1. Jim reported on the discussion of a county wide ATV plan which had ensued at the Towns Association meeting. The basic question is whether the town is interested in participating in a county wide ATV plan. Towns would not be required to participate in the plan, but if the town did, the county sheriff would be able enforce it. Jim had reported he thought the Town of Sand Lake would agree with a county wide ATV plan.  
2. Towns Association Chair Chris Sybers is polling interest in purchasing mobile radios for use by township road employees. Chris supports the idea as a way of improving inter-municipality communications. Following discussion, it was the consensus of the board that current cell phone coverage is sufficient.
3. Jim has volunteered to compile information for an equipment/personnel database. Jim asked if the Town of Sand Lake would want to participate.  Neil stated he is not in favor of this plan, but the next town board could decide differently. 
4. Jim reported there was discussion of a county-wide 4.5 ton per axle spring weight restriction. Discussion ensued on the difficulty of establishing a county-wide weight restriction with a common date.

1. Spring weight restrictions – Following discussion, paper signs will continue to be used to post spring weight restrictions and official signs will not be purchased.  
2. Discussion of purchasing plan – no action taken.
· Pay Bills – Following review of bills for payment, motion to approve payment was made by Jim, seconded by Neil. Motion carried, voice vote.
