Minutes – Annual Town Meeting

· The 2012 Annual Town Meeting of the Town of Sand Lake, Burnett County was called to order by Chair Don Taylor at 7:00 pm.  Board members and officers in attendance were Supervisors Ro Endresen and Dan Scully, Clerk Peggy Tolbert and Treasurer Melanie Connor Johnson.  Also in attendance: Barbara Johnson, Gordon Johnson, Rick Benton, Mary Lengsfeld, Warren Melin, Ed Weber and Dale Halonie.  Public notice of the meeting was confirmed.
· Minutes of the 2011 Annual Meeting were reviewed.  Motion to accept the minutes from the 2011 Annual Meeting was made by Dan Scully, seconded by Mary Lengsfeld.  Motion carried, voice vote. 
· Don Taylor welcomed town residents to the meeting.  Don reported the Town Board would be catching up with road projects in 2012. Referring to Burnett County’s plan to revise its zoning codes following adoption of its comprehensive plan, Don suggested the town needed to move forward with either designing its own zoning ordinance or adopting county zoning. Don also announced he would not be seeking re-election as Town Board Chair because of his responsibilities as County Board Chairman. The Town Caucus will be scheduled in January 2013.
· Melanie Johnson presented the 2011 Treasurer’s Report and answered questions from town residents.
· Peggy Tolbert presented the 2011 Annual Report and answered questions from town residents.
Matters for discussion and possible action:
1. Peggy Tolbert reported the annual Town Picnic had not taken place in 2011. Betty Leef and her family have been the picnic organizers for many years, but were unable to do so last year because of several deaths in the family. Peggy suggested town residents interested in continuing the picnic tradition should form a committee. The town has budgeted funds to support the picnic with publicity, paper goods and beverages.  
2. Peggy Tolbert reviewed the current liquor licenses in the Town.  Mallard Lake Resort and Hunter’s Inn have combination liquor and beer licenses.  Mallard Lake Resort and Hunter’s Inn have operators’ licenses, and Hunter’s Inn has a cigarette vendor license. Dale Halonie made a motion to keep 2012 liquor, beer, operator and cigarette vendor license fees the same as 2011, i.e. $250 for liquor, $75 for beer, $50 for off sale wine, and $5 each for operator and cigarette vendor. Mary Lengsfeld seconded the motion. Motion carried, voice vote.
3. Peggy Tolbert reminded the residents of the decision several years ago to request groups submit their donation requests to the Town Board in writing. $2,000.00 has been budgeted for donations in 2012.  Prior to the meeting, written requests for donations were received from Regional Hospice and the Burnett County Humane Society. Following discussion of other groups who have previously submitted written requests but have not yet done so, Jim Tolbert made a motion to donate $200 each to Regional Hospice and the Burnett County Humane Society and to give the Town Board discretion to make additional donations up to budgeted amount when additional requests are received. Ro Endresen seconded the motion. Motion carried, voice vote. 
4. Peggy Tolbert reported the Town had received $170.24 from Burnett County in surplus dog license funds. Following discussion, Melanie Connor Johnson made a motion that the surplus dog funds be donated to the Burnett County Humane Society. Jim Tolbert seconded the motion. Motion carried, voice vote. 
5. Don Taylor explained the town residents can vote to give the Town Board permission to borrow up to $20,000 in case of an emergency without calling a special town meeting. A motion to give the Town Board permission to borrow up to $20,000.00 for emergencies without electors’ approval was made by Mary Lengsfeld, seconded by Ed Weber. Motion carried, voice vote.
6. Peggy Tolbert reviewed the three physical locations in the town for posting legal notices: Kiezer Bridge, the Town Hall and the Town Shop. Notices are also published in the Advertiser and posted on the town website. Although the Advertiser is not considered a legal newspaper, posting notices in three physical locations satisfies the legal posting requirement.  A motion to continue to publish notices as a courtesy in the Advertiser, to post notices at three physical and on the town website was made by Dale Halonie, seconded by Mary Lengsfeld.  Motion carried, voice vote. Gordon Johnson commented on the email notification feature of the website and encouraged town residents to register to automatically receive Town Board Meeting Minutes and Agendas as they are posted.
7. Following discussion of the gopher bounty, a motion to keep the 2012 gopher bounty at $2.50 was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Don Taylor. Motion carried, voice vote.
8. The 2013 Annual Meeting date will be the third Tuesday of the month, April 16, 2013. 
Motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Ro Endrsen and seconded by Dan Scully.  Motion carried, voice vote.  Meeting adjourned at 7:29 p.m.
