Town Board Meeting

Monday, May 9, 2011 – 7:00 PM
Minutes
The May 9, 2011, meeting of the town board of the Town of Sand Lake was called to order by Chair Donald Taylor. All officers were present.  Also present was Dale Halonie. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the minutes from the April 12, 2011 Town Board meeting was made by Ro Endrsen, seconded by Daniel Scully. Motion carried, voice vote.
Chair’s Report: Donald Taylor reported on the April 26, 2011 Burnett County Towns Association meeting.  An ambulance report on number of runs and response time was given for each municipality, an update on the county’s ATV ordinance was discussed and redistricting was discussed. There will be a public hearing on redistricting on May 26 at the Government Center.  The Town of Sand Lake will not be affected by redistricting. The Towns Association is encouraging all towns to contact their legislators concerning possible reduction of transportation aids in 2012 resulting from the governor’s budget repair bill.  

Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported Cora Bauer expressed interest in continuing the lawn and garden care at the Town Hall if the board so desired. A letter from County Surveyor Jason Towne requesting notification of any road work planned by the town was passed onto Donald Taylor. Peggy reminded Donald Taylor, Daniel Scully and Melanie Johnson of the upcoming Towns Association New Officials Workshop on May 24 for which they had registered. Discussion ensued of travel arrangements. Peggy updated the board on the liquor, operator and cigarette vendor licenses which are in process with Mallard Lake Family Resort and Hunter’s Inn. Peggy also reminded Dale Halonie of the change in health insurance coverage for his wife, Marlene Halonie – at this end of this quarterly period, Dale will be given a supplemental health insurance stipend and the individual coverage will be discontinued.
Treasurer’s report: Melanie Johnson reported a checking account balance as of May 9, 2011 of $174,419.39 and an equipment fund balance of $96,216.13. The delinquent dog list was submitted to the county – 13 dogs belonging to 10 owners were listed as delinquent. Following discussion of the survey requested by the Burnett County Treasurer gauging interest in changing in year round county property tax collection, the board stated it was not interested in making this change.
Supervisors’ reports: Daniel Scully reported he had completed the required Board of Review training.  Peggy reported she had filed the required affidavit with the Department of Revenue. Board of Review is May 26 from 6-8pm.
Plan Commission Report: Following discussion, Donald Taylor appointed Daniel Scully as the board representative to the Plan Commission for a two-year term. Don updated the board on the county Land Use Committee’s plans to hire a consultant to help revise the county zoning ordinance.
Road report: Dale Halonie reported he had graded town roads, patched holes, cleaned up debris and worked on culvert repair. Discussion ensued on the Sand Lake Drive culvert and permits which may be required before the culvert can be replaced. Donald Taylor reviewed the Resolution to Permit Bypass of Normal Bidding Process and stated he felt the resolution was needed as action maybe required quickly. Motion to approve the resolution was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Daniel Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. Donald Taylor reviewed the Spring Road Tour and discussion ensued to possible road maintenance projects which may be planned for 2011.  Donald Taylor will consult with Burnett County Highway Commissioner Bob Morehouse about the TRIP project which the Town of Sand Lake was awarded in 2010. Further discussion ensued on line painting on newly paved roads such as Gaslyn Lake and Fristed, as well as the parking area at the Town Hall. Donald Taylor had received pricing information on new and refurbished road signs.  Peggy Tolbert will look into line painting and sign costs and report back at the June meeting. Donald Taylor also reported that the Town of Meenon will be sweeping Town of Sand Lake roads in exchange for hauling gravel.
Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert reviewed the bills for payment and answered questions from the board.  Motion to pay bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Daniel Scully. Motion carried, voice vote.
