Town Board Meeting

Monday, June 13, 2011 – 7:00 PM
Minutes
· Chair Don Taylor called the June 13, 2011 meeting of the Town Board to order at 7:00pm.
· All officers were present, Others in attendance were Dale Halonie, Jerry Tjader, Tom Solbin, Jim Zahradka, Gary Pavlicek, Joe Pavlicek
· Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. 
· Motion to approve the minutes from the May 9, 2011 town board meeting was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote.
· Chair’s report – Don Taylor asked for comments from the public.  Discussion ensued on the culvert repair needed on Sand Lake Drive and possible changes to Olson Road. Property owners present expressed their opinion that Olson Road should be maintained in a scenic manner. Property owners also expressed their opinion that town roads should be opened up to ATV use but as that item was not on the agenda, discussion was ended. Don Taylor thanked the public for their input. Don Taylor reported the Burnett County Land and Water Conservation Department has installed signs informing the public about invasive species and how to prevent their spread at landings in the town. A notice was received from Polk Burnett Electric of plans to bury cable underneath Sand Lake Road and Dongola Road. Motion to approve the burial of electric cable was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. A fireworks permit application was received from resident Jerry Tjader for July 3 and August 5. Motion to approve the fireworks permits was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully, weather permitting. Motion carried voice vote. Don Taylor reported the Wisconsin state budget passed one house and has been sent on to full legislature for approval. A levy increase for two years is included in the budget. 
· Peggy Tolbert reported no objections had been received to liquor license renewal requests and therefore asked the board to approve Combination Beer and Intoxicating Beverage licenses for Mallard Lake Family Resort and Hunter’s Inn. Motion to approve a liquor license for Mallard Lake Family Resort was made by Dan Scully, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. Motoin to approve a liquor license for Hunter’s Inn was made by Dan Scully, seconded by Ro Endrsen. Motion carried, voice vote. Peggy Tolbert requested approval from the board to grant operator’s licenses to Gordon Johnson and Carol Mulroy. Motion to approve operator’s licenses was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried voice vote. Peggy Tolbert requested approval from the board to grant a cigarette vendor’s license to Hunter’s Inn. Motion to approve the cigarette vendor’s license was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. Peggy Tolbert reported that following the Board of Review, the notice of decision was sent to the property owner who had appeared before the board object his assessment. At this time, there was no indication the property owner intended to appeal the board’s decisioin. 
· Treasurer Melanie Johnson reported bank balances as of May 31, 2011 were: checking account – $168,853.38 and equipment fund - $96,233.18. 
· Supervisor’s report: Dan Scully reported on the Towns Association News Officials Workshop held in Cable, WI on May 24. Following comments from the public, Dan suggested adding “public comments” to the agenda. Discussion ensued about town roads damaged by private logging and what options the town might have. 
· Plan Commission Report – no report given.
· Road  report
· Don Taylor updated the board and the public in attendance about the culvert that needs to be replaced on Sand Lake Drive. Surveyor Mark Krause needs to meet with Department of Natural Resources representative Amy Kronck so the permit is still pending. Don Taylor reported to the public present the Town Board is in favor of maintaining the lake level has it currently is.  Discussion ensued on the need for barriers or warning signs on Sand Lake Drive until the culvert is replaced. Hopkins Sand and Gravel will be doing the culvert work and road work will be needed afterwards. The benefit of a wide bottom culvert was also discussed.
· Peggy Tolbert reviewed Badger State Industries plan for purchasing/reusing stop signs and other road signs which need to be replaced or upgraded. The town road sign inventory shows 30 stop signs need to be replaced due to damage. Following discussion of cost of new and recycled signs, a motion to approve purchase of 30 new stop signs was made by Dan Scully, seconded by Ro Endresen.  Motion carried, voice vote. The 30 damaged stop signs will be sent to Badger State Industries after the new ones are installed and the material will be credited towards future purchases.  The purchase is the first step in replacing all damaged town road signs and bringing all town road signs into compliance with new Federal reflectivity requirements.
· Peggy Tolbert reviewed the bid received from Farhner Asphalt for striping Gaslyn Lake Road, Birch Haven Road, Fristed Road and the town hall parking lot. Following discussion of possible work needed on Birch Haven Road prior to striping, a motion to accept the bid from Farhner Asphalta for striping Gaslyn Lake Road, Fristed Road and the town hall parking lot was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. 
· The Town of Sand Lake is eligible for a TRIP road project in 2011 as the project submitted in 2010 did not qualify. Discussion ensued on possible projects including Birch Haven Road, Normans Landing Road from Sewell Road to Gaslyn Lake Road and Angeline Road. Following discussion, the board asked Don Taylor to work with Burnett County Highway Commissioner Bob Morehouse to develop a request for bids for reconstruction of Birch Haven Road and reconstruction of Bass Lake Road. Bid opening would be scheduled for the July town board meeting.  
· Peggy Tolbert reviewed invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote.
