Town Board Meeting

Monday, July 11, 2011 – 7:00 PM
Minutes
Chair Don Taylor called the July 11, 2011 meeting of the Town Board to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present.  Others in attendance were: Dale Halonie and Sheriff Dean Roland. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the minutes from the June 13, 2011 town board meeting was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. 
Public Comments: none.
· Burnett County Sheriff Dean Roland was present to report on activities of the County Sheriff’s office and to inquire if there are any issues the sheriff could help with. Treasurer Melanie Johnson asked for clarification of the dog licensing process. Sheriff Roland inquired whether the town issued any fireworks permits (the town issued two so far in 2011). Sheriff Roland reminded the board that proper spring weight restrictions sign were required. There will be a prescription drug drop off on October 29 at 3 or 4 sites to be announced. Sheriff Roland said his department is ready for the narrow band communication update. The commercial motor vehicle program is going well. The Sheriff’s department is doing compliance checks for alcohol and cigarette sales. Sheriff Roland then updated the board on a sex offender who has been located to a residence in the township – there will be a public meeting on Thursday, July 13 at the Sand Lake Town Hall to inform citizens about this individual. The Sheriff’s department is working on a number of cases – physician/prescription drug case, real estate fraud and drug sales ring. 
· Chair Don Taylor discussed the July 1st storm and the cleanup that is needed in the township.  The state will reimburse up to 70% of storm cleanup costs – the forms for applying for reimbursement were provided by Burnett County Emergency Manager Bobbi Sichta. Discussion ensued on cleanup of road right of ways and whether it would be helpful to hire some part time employees. Dan Johnson was mentioned and Dale Halonie might know another person who would be available. There are six county forest dump sites for storm debris. Don reported he had spoken with Highway Commissioner Bob Morehouse about road construction bids, and was advised to wait waiting until the State budget was finalized as the prevailing wage law was going to be changed.  The State budget has now been finalized. 
· Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported on the thank you letters received from recipients of board donations after the annual meeting – Restoration Justice, Habitat for Humanity, Regional Hospice and the Burnett Community Library. There will be a Grand Opening Celebration of the new Larsen Family Public Library in Webster on Friday, September 9 at 5pm. The UDC inspector’s monthly report showed one new building permit had been issued. Liquor licenses, operators licenses and a cigarette vendor license were paid for and the licenses mailed to the establishments.
· Treasurer Melanie Johnson reported a bank balance of $147,345.43 and an equipment fund balance of $96,233.18.
· Supervisor Dan Scully inquired about the grievance plan that is required under the new State budget. Discussion ensued but no action taken.
· Plan Commission Report – none.
· Road  report
· Don Taylor reported that the St. Croix Tribal Council had secured funding to repair Angeline Road and presented Resolution 2011-2 for the board’s approval. Motion to approve Resolution 2011-2 was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen and seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote
· Discussion ensued on possible options for repair of Birch Haven Road. There was general agreement to not repair the entire road, but limit the work to culvert replacement, ditching and pavement repair around culvert. Don Taylor will speak with County Highway about doing the work. Talk to County Highway about doing the work.
· Peggy Tolbert reported the first group of new stop signs had been ordered. She will be contacting Lange Enterprises about purchasing new style fire signs to replace the old style ones throughout the town.
· Discussion ensued of possible TRIP projects, but no decision was made.
· Don Taylor updated the board on the status of the Sand Lake Drive culvert project. The DNR permit still pending, but the survey work is done. Discussion ensued on the need for a temporary fix while waiting for permit to be approved. Motion to allow Dale Halonie to do a temporary repair with concrete was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote
· There will be a bid opening at the August 8 meeting for pulverizing approximately .7 miles of Bass Lake Road, from County Road X to the township line. Peggy Tolbert will publish the bid notice. Don Taylor can be contacted with questions at 866-8844.
· Dale Halonie reported a broken window in the loader and raised the issue of a new mower.
· Peggy Tolbert presented the bills for payment. Motion to approve payment of all invoices was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote.
