Town Board Meeting

Monday, August 8, 2011 – 7:00 PM
Minutes
Chair Don Taylor called the August 8, 2011 meeting of the board of the Town of Sand Lake to order at 7 p.m. All officers were present; others in attendance were: Dale Halonie, Don Button and Brad Huser. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the minutes of the July 11, 2011 meeting was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Dan Scully.  Motion carried, voice vote. There were no public comments.
7:00 p.m. bid Opening. One bid was received by the 7 p.m. deadline from Monarch Paving Company. The required certificate of insurance was included. Bid amount was of $3,265.00 for pulverizing and traffic control. Motion to accept the bid from Monarch Paving Company was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. 
Chair’s report. Don Taylor reviewed letters received from State Senator Bob Jauch outlining his efforts for storm damage relief. Senator Jauch is requesting additional fund for the state emergency relief fund. Don reported on the Burnett County Towns Association meeting at which a quarterly ambulance contract review had been given and several elected officials had spoken concerning storm damage cleanup efforts. Don also reported on the Webster Fire Department meeting. Don invited resident Don Button to speak about the Sand Lake Improvement Partnership, a new group initiated by Mr. Button. Mr. Button encouraged board members to attend a wine and cheese event to learn more about his goals. He hopes the Sand Lake Improvement Project will be a Siren/Webster Rotary Lake demonstration project.
Clerk’s report. Peggy Tolbert reminded the board the Town of Sand Lake is not in the senate district having a recall election on August 9. Peggy had not heard from Betty Leef or other members of her family concerning the annual Old Timers picnic and as far as she knows, there will not be a picnic this year. The new Larson Family Library dedication in Webster is September 9. Board members are invited. Peggy will RSVP for everyone.
Treasurer’s report. Treasurer Melanie Johnson reviewed the monthly treasurer’s report. Checking account balance as of July 29, 2011 is $166,344.24 and the savings account balance is $96,260.60. A delinquent dog report as been submitted to the County and letters are being sent to delinquent dog owners by the county’s Corporation Counsel. 
Supervisors’ reports. Ro Endresen reported receiving several calls concerning the Sand Lake Drive culvert. Dan Scully reported calls on the Firefly Land Road sign that was stolen.
Plan Commission Report - none
Road report. Road employee Dale Halonie reported the replacement Firefly Lane (a private road) signs had been received and were installed. Storm clean up on Austin Lake Road was going well. He had graded town roads once, the mower is not working and Normans Landing Road near Hazel Meyer’s is sinking. Discussion ensued on storm clean up. Dale will hire Dan Johnson for help on Austin Lake Road. He anticipates needing only one day of help.  Discussion ensued on Bass Lake Road. The pulverizing bid was awarded earlier in the meeting to Monarch Paving Company. Board agreed it was better to use TRIP funding for paving and therefore to wait to apply for funding. The board decided to request bids for reconstruction of Bass Lake Road. Don will draft the bid and email to Peggy for publication. Bids specifications will include: gravel will be supplied by the township, a 4 inch base is needed, and the road should be 22 feet wide. Discussion ensued on whether the storm or the contractor should prepare the storm water permit. Bid opening will be at the September 12, 2011 town board meeting. Discussion ensued of mowing town roads. Various options were discussed and the board agreed prices for purchase of a new mower were needed. Discussion ensued on the fire sign replacement project. Peggy reported on the quote from Lange Enterprises for purchase of approximately 550 new style 911/fire number signs at $16.26 each plus any posts needed. Discussion ensued of the benefits of the new style signs. Motion to approve purchase of new style fire signs was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. TRIP project and other road work discussion. Don reported County Highway Commission Bob Morehouse says we can wait until next year to choose TRIP project. 
Following presentation of bills, motion to approve payment of all invoices was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote.

Motion to adjourn was made by Dan Scully, seconded by Ro Endresen. Meeting adjourned at 8:00 p.m.
