Town Board Meeting

Monday, September 12, 2011 – 7:00 PM
Minutes 
Chair Don Taylor called the September 12, 2011 meeting of the board of the Town of Sand Lake to order at 7 p.m. All officers were present; others in attendance were: Dale Halonie, Duane Harer, Brad Huser, Ed Weber, Bob Pardun and Don Button. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the minutes of the August 8, 2011 meeting was made by Supervisor Dan Scully, seconded by Supervisor Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote.
· Public Comments: Duane Harer (Big Sand Lake Drive) inquired about a reduced speed limit for Big Sand Lake Drive. There is a legally blind, handicapped child living in the area who Mr. Harer feels is at risk. He suggests a speed limit of 10-15 miles per hour. The board noted that a reduced speed limit would not be enforceable without following procedures outlined in state statutes for reducing the normal speed limit allowed on a town road. As the item was not on the agenda, no action can be taken at this meeting. Don Taylor suggested Mr. Harer contact him to discuss the issue further.
· Bid Opening – Bass Lake Road reconstruction: Two bids were received prior to the 7 p.m. deadline. Don Taylor opened the bids received from Hopkins Sand and Gravel and Taylor Paving Company. Don Taylor noted his brother was the owner of Taylor Paving Company so would be abstaining from the discussion and vote on the submitted bids. The bid from Hopkins Sand and Gravel was $37,700.00 with an option to install silt fence at $165/foot. The bid from Taylor Paving Company was $31,650.00. Motion to accept the low bid from Taylor Paving Company was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote with Don Taylor abstaining. Peggy Tolbert will notify both bidders of the bid award.
· Chair’s report: Don Taylor reported Fahner Asphalt is scheduled to stripe Gaslyn Road and Fristed Road this week. The St. Croix Tribe is coordinating with the Bureau of Indian Affairs and the Town of LaFollette concerning the maintenance of Angline Road, but nothing will probably happen until next spring.  There is interest in the Tribe taking over Angeline Road from the town. A letter from State Senator Bob Jauch was received with information about state assistance with July 1st storm damage.
· Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported the town population following the 2010 census is 531; the estimated population in January 2012 will be 532. Peggy reported she is working with Dan Johnson to confirm which fire signs need to be updated; once the list is submitted to Lange Enterprises, it will take about 45 days to manufacture the signs. Installation could begin this fall. The Uniform Dwelling Inspector’s report for August included three new permits issued and no final inspections. Training for election inspectors and town clerks will be held this fall to satisfy training requirements for the upcoming election season. Peggy will be contacting current election inspectors and hopefully recruiting one or two new inspectors. Peggy reported several town residents have inquired about the town taking over the annual picnic since the individuals who have organized it the past are no longer able to do so. Discussion ensued about a committee of town residents organizing a town event sometime next summer.
· Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Johnson reviewed the monthly treasurer’s report. Checking account balance as August 31, 2011 is $242,447.95 and the savings account balance is $96,273.65. Discussion ensued on dog licensing problems and the county’s license reporting process. 
· Supervisors’ reports: No reports given.
· Plan Commission Report: No report given.
· Road  report
1. Sand Lake Drive culvert:  Don Taylor reported Hopkins Sand and Gravel is no longer interested in doing this project and the county highway department is too busy. Following discussion of the required permit which is still pending until the work plan is approved, motion to request bids for replacement of the culvert was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote.  Bid request will provide specifications and other requirements of the bidder.
2. Austin Lake Road culvert: Dale Halonie reported the road over the culvert on Austin Lake Road has been washing out, but the temporary fix is working. Consensus of the board is to wait until next season to take any action.
3. Mowing Operation discussion: Don Taylor reported the Town of Meenon is mowing town roads in exchange for Dale Halonie one day per week. Discussion ensued on possible purchase of a new tractor to mowing but no action was taken. 
4. Road report: Dale Halonie reported most roads had been cleaned up of storm damage. He has been patching, hauling gravel, grading and working one day for the Town of Meenon. Bass Lake Road has been marked for at 66 feet. The Sand Lake Drive culvert has been unplugged. 

· Pay schedule for board members: following brief discussion of the current pay schedule for board members, board consensus is to leave the pay schedule as it is (quarterly for clerk and treasurer, annually for chair and supervisors - paid in January). 
· Following presentation of bills, motion to approve payment of all invoices was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote.

· Adjournment: Motion to adjourn the September 12, 2011, meeting of the town board was made by Dan Scully, seconded by Ro Endresen. Meeting adjourned at 7:41 p.m.
