Town Board Meeting

Monday, October 10, 2011 – 7:00 PM
Minutes
Chair Don Taylor called the October 10, 2011, meeting of the board of the Town of Sand Lake to order at 7:00 p.m.  All officers were present.  Also present were: Gary Pavlicek, Joe Pavlicek, Adam Pavlicek, Don Button, Jim Taylor and Jim Tolbert. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the minutes of the September 12, 2011, meeting was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Dan Scully. Motion carried voice vote. There were no public comments.
Sand Lake Drive Culvert Replacement Bid Opening: Two bids were received by the 7:00 p.m. deadline. Taylor Paving Company submitted a bid for $20,556.86 (with asphalt). The bid from EDR Limited included three options; the option comparable to the Taylor Paving Company bid was for $19,610.00. EDR Limited owner Gary Pavlicek was present and commented on the 3 options included in his bid. Discussion ensued on the size of the culvert approved by the Department of Natural Resources (30”) and lake levels desired by interested parties. Don Button spoke for the Sand Lake Restoration Partnership which advocates raising the lake level as a means of restoring lake and shoreline quality. Following review of the comparable bids, motion to approve the low bid of $19,610.00 from EDR Limited was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. Don Taylor abstained from vote because of his relation to Taylor Paving Company.  Following the vote on the motion, Don Taylor reviewed the DNR’s preliminary report on the culvert and the TRANS 207 permit application. The permit application must include a detailed plan, which is why the bid process comes before the permit application. Once the TRANS 207 permit application has been received, there is a 30-day review process. 
Chair’s report: Don Taylor reported on the Webster Fire Department meeting and the 2011 levy amount for the Town of Sand Lake. The Census Bureau is conducting a government unit survey. Northwest Regional Planning Commission has been hired to update the County zoning code and is looking for input from municipalities. 
Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported the 911/fire number sign order has been placed with Lange Enterprises. The 2012 Town Budget has been prepared in draft form and board input was requested. Following discussion of tax levy and budget options, the board directed the clerk to prepare a budget based on a tax levy of $212,662.00. The Public Hearing on the 2012 Town Budget and Special Town Meeting to approve the 2011 Tax Levy will be scheduled for November 14, 2011, prior to the Town Board Meeting at which the 2012 town budget will be approved. The snowplow rates for 2011/2012 need to be set.  As the board does not intend to raise the rates over the 2010/2011 amount, a notice will be published in the next issue of the Advertiser. Discussion ensued on purchasing spring weight restrictions signs so that weight limits can be enforced. Peggy with work with Don Taylor about what information should be included before ordering the signs.
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Johnson presented the monthly treasurer’s report. The checking account balance as of September 30, 2011, was $233,547.67 and the savings account balance was $96,273.65. The final dog license list showing 60 licensed dogs has been submitted to the County Clerk’s office.
Supervisors’ reports: Ro Endrsen reported a resident’s concern about Larrabee Subdivision Road.  Dan Scully asked for an update on the Bass Lake Road project. The storm water permit is still pending.
Plan Commission Report: no report given.
Road report: Dale Halonie was not present but had reported to Don Taylor on his work. Patching of town roads was caught up. The work exchange with the Town of Meenon is complete (storm cleanup for mowing).  The town truck has been winterized. Discussion ensued on the possibility of purchasing a mower next year. Researching mowers this winter would be a good project. Jim Tolbert mentioned two trees on Normans Landing Road that need professional attention. 
Matters for discussion and possible action

· Following discussion, motion to contract with Jim Tolbert at a rate of $20/hour to prepare and submit the 2011 PASER and WISLR reports was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. The reports are due 12/15/11; Dan Scully would like to train with Jim on this process.
· Motion to approve the Memorandum of Understanding with The Burnett County Clerk to provide Statewide Voter Registration System support for the period 2012/2013 was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully.  Motion carried, voice vote.
· Don Taylor distributed an employee grievance policy developed by the Wisconsin Towns Association to satisfy the new state requirement and a resolution to adopting said policy. Motion to approve the resolution adopting a grievance policy for the Town of Sand Lake was made by Dan Scully, seconded by Ro Endresen.  Motion carried, voice vote. Peggy Tolbert will post the approved resolution and grievance policy in the three town posting locations.
· Peggy Tolbert reviewed invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote.
