Budget Hearing

Town Board Chair Don Taylor called the November 14, 2011, Public Hearing on the 2012 Town Budget to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Others in attendance were: Jim Tolbert, Bob Pardun, Ed Weber, Dale Halonie, Don Button, Shirley Burgess and Dean Burgess. Jim Taylor left before the hearing was called to order. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the hearing. 

Peggy Tolbert reviewed the proposed 2012 town budget and noted changes from the 2011 budget. There were no questions or public comments. Motion to adjourn the Budget Hearing was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. The Budget Hearing adjourned at 7:06 p.m.
Special Town Meeting
Don Taylor called the November 14, 2011, Special Town Meeting to order at 7:06 p.m. All officers were in attendance. Others in attendance are noted above. Public notice of the meeting was confirmed. The proposed 2011 town tax levy on taxes to be paid in 2012 is $212,367.00. The assessed valuation of real and personal property in the Town of Sand Lake is $98,427,500.00 and the estimated mill rate for the town tax levy is 0.00215760209201. Motion to approve the 2011 tax levy of $212,367.00 was made by Jim Tolbert, seconded by Ed Weber. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to adjourn the Special Town Meeting was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. The Special Town Meeting was adjourned at 7:07 p.m. 
Town Board Meeting

Don Taylor called the November 14, 2011, Town Board meeting to order at 7:07 p.m. All officers were present. Others in attendance are noted above. Public notice of the meeting was confirmed. Public comments were made by Ed Weber who expressed concern about the recent Bass Lake Road construction project. Mr. Weber noted water was accumulating on the first corner more so than previously. Don Taylor informed Mr. Weber a culvert will be installed in the spring.  Dan Scully inquired whether the culvert was part of the original plan. It was also noted the right of way needs to be reshaped in several areas and soft spots need attention.  Don Button commented on the Sand Lake Road culvert project and the declining health of the lake. Discussion ensued on the TRANS 207 permit application which is still pending. Don Taylor will keep Don Button informed.  Motion to approve the minutes of the October 10, 2011 Town Board meeting  was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. 

Chair’s report - Don Taylor reported receiving notice of training required of our assessor. Assessor Bob Pardun reported the training has been completed. 
Clerk’s report – Peggy Tolbert reported the 911/Fire number sign order had been received and unpacked by Dale Halonie. The 550 signs will be organized by road in the next few weeks. Following discussion of installing proper spring weight limit signs this year, Peggy will order signs for all town roads showing weight limit of 4.5 tons per axle and restriction dates of March 1 – May 1. Dale Halonie will confirm the number of signs needed.
Treasurer’s Report – Melanie Johnson reported the checking account balance as of October 31, 2011, was $243,001.87 and the equipment account balance was $96,273.65. As of the meeting, there were 10 driveways on the snowplow list. Melanie will be attending a tax collection meeting at the Government Center on December 6. Following discussion, the board agreed that all property owners should receive information on licensing dogs with their tax statements.
Supervisors’ Reports – Dan Scully reported on the October 26, 2011, Towns Association meeting. Tthe meeting agenda included a quarterly ambulance report, July 1st storm update and award of TRIP projects. Dan did a tour of town roads with Jim Tolbert to gather data for the annual WISLR report. Jim Tolbert reported the WISLR report has been completed.
Plan Commission Report – none.
Road report - Gary Pavlicek had informed Don Taylor the Sand Lake Road culvert project TRANS 207 application had been forwarded to the Great Lakes Wild Rice District for review. Don has not received confirmation of that. An invoice for expenses thus far had been submitted by ERD Limited for $5,000.00. Following discussion of the town’s usual payment procedures, motion to approve payment of $3,000.00 to cover the cost of the culvert was made by Dan Scully, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. Mr. Pavlicek had requested a formal contract for the Sand Lake Road culvert project, but the board felt the letter issued by the town clerk of the bid award was sufficient.
Matters for discussion and possible action – Motion to approve the 2012 Sand Lake Town Budget of $212,367.00 was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve renewal of a two-year contract with Daryl Bazey, Uniform Dwelling Code Inspector was made by Dan Scully, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. 
Pay Bills – Following review of invoices, motion to approve all payments was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully.
