Town Board Meeting

Monday, December 12, 2011
Minutes
Chair Don Taylor called the December 12, 2011 meeting of the Town Board to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were in attendance. Others present were: Dale Halonie, Don Button, Laura Jensen, Joel Springer and Brad Huser. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Dan Scully, seconded by Supervisor Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes from the November 14, 2011, Public Hearing, Special Town Meeting and Town Board meeting was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. During public comments, Don Button reported on a beaver dam in Sand Lake. As it is not causing damage to Sand Lake Road, the town does not have the authority to remove the beaver dam from the lake. Discussion ensued on local trappers.
There was no chair’s report. Don Taylor passed a mailing from the US Census Bureau concerning units of government to Peggy Tolbert to be completed and returned.
Peggy Tolbert reported all information required from the County Land Information office for the processing of property tax statements has been completed. Peggy attended training provided by the County Clerk on changes to election law and procedures. There will be additional trainings in the near future for election inspectors and municipal clerks. In 2012, there could be four elections as well as a recall election.
Treasurer Melanie Johnson gave the treasurer’s report. As of November 30, 2011, the checking account balance was $205,300.55 and the equipment fund balance was $96,301.61. The property tax statements will be ready to be mailed later in the week. There are two additions to the private driveway snowplowing list – Karl Peterson and Roger St. George.
There were no supervisors’ reports.
Road employee Dale Halonie reported on road work completed during the past month. The ditch along Olsen Road was cleared of household debris with the help of R & R Landscaping. Additional pickups by Allied Waste Services were needed. Routine maintenance of equipment was performed. Dale and Melanie Johnson discussed the private driveway snowplowing list. A complaint about snowplowing from a resident on Larrabee Subdivision Road was discussed.
Matters for discussion and possible action: Don Taylor reported on a meeting with the Town of Lafollette, the Bureau of Indian Affairs (BIA) and the St. Croix Tribe concerning the transfer of Angeline Road from the Town of Sand Lake and the St. Croix Tribe and the BIA. County Highway Commissioner Bob Morehouse is working on a statutory agreement. Peggy Tolbert and Dan Scully reported on the Burnett County Towns Association meeting and the discussion there concerning the Department of Transportation’s proposed weight limit increases for town roads related to ongoing cleanup of timber following the July 1st storm.  Discussion ensued on possible impact of these to roads in Sand Lake township. Discussion also ensued of the plan for installing the new 911/fire sign numbers and the spring weight limit signs. Dale installed the posts for the weight limit signs and will be installing the signs soon. The 911/fire signs will be a long term project as ground conditions permit.
Appointment of Election Inspectors for 2012/2013 election cycle: Peggy Tolbert reviewed the statutory requirement for the town board to appoint election inspectors for the upcoming election cycle. Motion to appoint Violet Engebetson, Laura Jensen, Mary Lengsfeld, Avis Morrison and Helen Taylor as election inspectors in 2012/2013 was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. Peggy acknowledged the dedication and hard work of the elector inspectors, particularly Violet and Laura who are chief inspectors and have additional training requirements.
Following a review of invoices, motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. 
The next meeting date of the Town Board is Monday, January 9, 2012.
Motion to adjourn was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Meeting adjourned at 7:58 p.m.
