Minutes
Chair Don Taylor called the January 9, 2012, Town Board meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Others in attendance were Assessor Bob Pardun. Chair’s report: Don Taylor reported on a meeting with state legislators concerning damage to town roads due to increased logging traffic caused by July 1st storm clean up. The legislators are working on securing additional funding. There will be further discussion of this topic at the January 26, 2011 meeting of the Burnett County Unit of the WI Towns Association. Mail included several cutting notices and copies of correspondence from the Webster Fire Department and the Department of Transportation also received by the clerk. 
Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert distributed W2s and 1099s for town employees and vendors.
Treasurer’s report; Treasurer Melanie Johnson reported the checking account balance as of December 31, 2011 was $231,194.05 and the equipment fund balance was of December 12, 2011 was $96,301.61. Property tax collection has been going well and applications for dog license are coming in. Refunds of overpayment of property taxes were discussed and Peggy will issue checks.

Plan Commission Report: None.
Road report: Road employee Dale Halonie was not present but had sent word he had sanded town roads several times and had graded dirt roads during the warmer weather. He had installed the new spring weight restriction signs. Discussion ensued on planning road projects earlier this year so as to get more done.
