Town Board Meeting

Monday, February 13, 2012 – 7:00 PM
Minutes
Chair Don Taylor called the February 13, 2012, meeting of the Board of the Town of Sand Lake to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Others in attendance were Dale Halonie, Mr. and Mrs. Brad Huser and Bob Pardun. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the meeting of the January 9, 2012 meeting was made by Dan Scully, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. There were no public comments.
Chair’s report: Don Taylor reported on the January 26, 2012 Burnett County Towns Association meeting. A small group is working with legislators on a program to fund repair of town roads damaged due to increased logging truck traffic following the July 1, 2011 wind storm. This damage should be considered an indirect result of the storm. Following discussion of spring weight limits and exemptions, Don Taylor agreed he would issue the exemption forms for the town.
Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported all state and federal payroll tax reports have been completed and submitted. Numerous election law changes are requiring additional training for municipal clerks and election inspectors. Preparation for the April 3 Spring Election and Presidential Preference is underway. Peggy reported she will be attending a seminar on alcohol policy sponsored by the Burnett County AODA coalition on February 27. Peggy also reported on 3 properties which have been taken by Burnett County due to unpaid taxes. An error was made by the county property lister and these properties were erroneously included on the town’s 2011 tax roll. Several solutions to the problem are possible. Peggy asked Don to intervene at the county level to make sure the town is not penalized for an error made by the county. Assessor Bob Pardun made additional comments about this situation.
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Connor reported as of February 13, 2012, the checking account balance was $828,829.33 and the equipment fund balance was $106,319.06. Collection of the first half of property tax collection went well. The February settlement form has been completed. Peggy Tolbert commented on the good job Melanie had done during tax collection time – phone calls had been returned in a timely fashion and deposits and settlements were reported frequently to the clerk. Melanie reported 35 dog and 1 kennel licenses have been issued as of this date. April 1st is the deadline for applying for dog licenses.
Supervisors’ reports: No reports.
Plan Commission Report: No report.
Road report: Road employee Dale Halonie reported his doctor has given him clearance to return to work following recent surgery. Discussion ensued on line of communication and substitute drivers when Dale is unable to work. Besides plowing and sanding some brushing has been done.
Matters for discussion and possible action: Discussion ensued on possible 2012 road projects. No decisions will be made until after a spring road tour road. Projects mentioned included: Bass Lake Road – installation of a culvert and paving; Emerson Road – maintenance on the asphalt from County Road X over Emerson Bridge to start of gravel road. Don Taylor will request a estimate from Burnett County Highway Department; Austin Lake Road – installation of culvert; Birch Haven – possible reconstruction. Seal coating of Okerlund and Gaslyn Roads, striping of paved roads and town hall repair were also mentioned. Further discussion ensued on mowing of town roads. The Town of Meenon still owes the Town of Sand Lake some mowing. Discussion ensued on purchase of a mower for the town or partnering with another town or towns on a purchase. The town needs to research what type of equipment it needs.
Pay Bills: Following review of bills presented for payment, motion to approve all payments was made by Ro Endreson, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote.
