Town Board Meeting

Monday, March 12, 2012 – 7:00 PM
Minutes
Chair Don Taylor called the February 13, 2012, meeting of the Board of the Town of Sand Lake to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Others in attendance were Dale Halonie and Jim Taylor. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the meeting of the February 13, 2012 meeting was made by Dan Scully, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. There were no public comments.
Chair’s report: Don Taylor reported on a meeting with the Department of Transportation and other town chairs. The PASER rating system will be revised to record road conditions in the spring and fall in order to assess damage being done by logging trucks.
Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported the annual Form CT has been submitted to the state. Preparation for the April 3, 2012 Spring Election and Presidential Preference starts this week. Absentee ballot requests are being processed. 
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Connor reported as of March 12, 2012, the checking account balance was $265,259.58 and the equipment fund balance was $106,327.57. Several property tax payments were received and turned into the county as they were delinquent. Melanie reported 50 dog and 1 kennel licenses have been issued as of this date. April 1st is the deadline for applying for dog licenses. Surplus dog license funds in the amount of $170.24 were received from the county.
Supervisors’ reports: Ro Endresen inquired whether there was interest in sponsoring a recycling event again this year. He will follow up on that idea.
Plan Commission Report: No report.
Road report: Road employee Dale Halonie reported an electrical repair was necessary for the town truck. The town pickup also required repair as the four-wheel drive failed. Dale reported he ordered replacements road signs for those stolen during the winter.
Matters for discussion and possible action: Discussion ensued on possible 2012 road projects. No decisions will be made until after the chair and supervisor tour town roads. The road tour will be scheduled at the April town board meeting. Don Taylor noted the Town of Rusk will be paving Black Brook Road (Leslie Road in the Town of Sand Lake). Discussion ensued on purchase of a mower. Dan Scully had worked with Dale Halonie on specifications. Discussion ensued on the amount of use a mower would get. No action was taken. Spring weight limits went into effect today.
Pay Bills: Following review of bills presented for payment, motion to approve all payments was made by Ro Endreson, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote.
