Town Board Meeting

Tuesday, April 10, 2012
Minutes 
Chair Don Taylor called the April 10, 2012 meeting of the Board of the Town of Sand Lake to order at 7:30 p.m. All officers were present. Others in attendance were: Dale Halonie, Jim Tolbert, Mary Lengsfeld, Warren Melin, Paul Anderson, Rick Benton, Barbara Johnson, Gordon Johnson, and Ed Weber. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the March 12, 2012, Town Board meeting was made by Dan Scully, seconded by Ro Endreson. Motion carried, voice vote. There were no public comments. 
Chair’s report: Don Taylor reviewed the Bureau of Indian Affairs acknowledgement of public authority responsibility which will be an additional funding opportunity for maintenance of roads used by Tribal members. Motion to approve the Acknowledgement of Public Authority Responsibility was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully.  Motion carried, voice vote.
Clerk’s report: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reviewed the Burnett County Land Information request to be notified in advance of any road work planned for 2012. Two estimates for removal of bats from the Town Hall were discussed. Motion to approve the bid from Fly by Night Bat Removal for $1,100.00 was made by Dan Scully, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. After bat removal is complete, repairs to cracks around the chimney need to be made before cosmetic interior repairs can be made. Upcoming elections include the May 8, 2012, Recall Primary and the June 5 Recall election.
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Connor Johnson reported the checking account balance as of April 10, 2012, was $274,904.88 and the equipment account balance was $106,336.25. To date, 54 dog licenses and one kennel license have been issued.
Supervisors’ reports: No reports given.
Plan Commission Report: No report given.
Road report: Road employee Dale Halonie reported on the new fire signs that have been installed thus far. New posts were needed in many instances. As possible, the signs are being placed in a consistent manner – 4 paces from the road edge and 4 paces from the driveway. Dale is holding off on grading gravel road until it rains. Dale stated the need for a well at the town shop.
Matters for discussion and possible action:
· Set Board of Review date – no action taken.
· Ordinance to extend terms of office by one week – because of change to recent changes to election law, an ordinance extending the current terms of town officers by one week is needed. Motion to approve Ordinance to Extend Terms of Office by One Week was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. The ordinance must be posted in three locations upon adoption.
· Burnett County Tax Deed properties discussion – Peggy Tolbert reviewed the situation of two parcels which have been taken over by Burnett County due to non-payment of property taxes without notification to the town or its assessor. The parcels should have been omitted from the 2010 property tax roll. The county is now requesting payment by the town. No action taken.
· 2012 Road Project update and discussion – discussion ensued on possible road projects for 2012. Rick Benton reminded the board that a Memorandum of Agreement was still needed for Angeline Road. Ed Weber stated three culverts were needed on Bass Lake Road in addition to other action to mitigate water buildup. 
· Set spring road tour date – April 24 at 8:30 a.m.
· Mower and tractor purchase discussion – Don Taylor reported a meeting with the Towns of Meenon and Lincoln is scheduled for 7:30 p.m. on April 16, 2012, at the Meenon Town Hall to discuss joint ownership of a mower tractor.
Pay Bills: Following review of bills, motion to approve payment of all bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote.
