Town Board Meeting

Monday, May 14, 2012
Minutes 
Chair Don Taylor called the May 14, 2012 meeting of the Board of the Town of Sand Lake to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Others in attendance were: Dale Halonie, Jim Taylor and Don Button. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the April 10, 2012, Town Board meeting was made by Dan Scully, seconded by Ro Endreson. It was noted the Spring Road Tour was rescheduled to April 26, 2012. Motion carried, voice vote. Don Button and Jim Taylor were present to comment on the Sand Lake Drive culvert project and to ask questions of the board. Mr. Button suggested all aspects of the project need to be reviewed. Mr. Taylor believes question #2 in the Department of Natural Resources permit application was answered erroneously in the past and that answer has been brought forward to subsequent applications without review. Don Taylor noted the project is still in the permitting process. A meeting with the St. Croix Tribe and the Great Lakes Wild Rice Commission is scheduled for May 21, 2012, at which time Don hopes to get the input of these interested parties. The contractor for the project, EDR has not contacted Don. Project completion date per the bid and contract is the end of June, 2012.
Chair’s report: Don Taylor noted items in his Chair’s report will be included throughout the minutes. 

Clerk’s report: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported Fly by Night Bat Removal had completed their work on the Town Hall. Discussion ensued of who to contact about the repair around the chimney. Rick Packard, John Ince and John Lawson (Construction Unlimited) were suggested. Peggy reported applications for renewal of liquor, operator and cigarette vendor licenses have been sent out to current license holders in the town. Upcoming election is the June 5 Recall Election. 
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Connor Johnson reported the checking account balance as of May 14, 2012, was $269,006.65 and the equipment account balance was $106,345.02. The deadline for licensing dogs is past and the delinquent dog list is being prepared for Burnett County Corporation Counsel.
Supervisors’ reports: Dan Scully reported on the Webster Fire Association and the Burnett County Towns Association meetings. 
Plan Commission Report: No report given.
Road report: Road employee Dale Halonie reported he had graded most town roads and done some patching. Installation of the fire signs is almost completed. Discussion ensued on the Sand Lake Drive culvert which is frequently plugged by beavers.
Matters for discussion and possible action:
· 2012 Road Projects: following discussion of the Spring Road Tour and the estimate presented by the Burnett County Highway Department for reconstruction of Emerson Road from County Road X to the start of gravel, motion to accept the bid of $14,333.00 was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote.  Don Taylor will contact Bob Morehouse about developing a bid to pave .7 miles of Bass Lake Road at 2” by 22 feet wide as a TRIP project. Don Taylor will also ask contractors for informal estimates on the following projects: overlay of Normans Landing Road; gravel on Gaslyn Road; patching of Birch Haven Road. With that information, bids can be let for those projects within the town’s budget. Peggy Tolbert also inquired about additional center line striping projects on Dongola Road and Okerlund Road. She will contact Fahrner for estimates. Discussion also ensured of cautionary signs which need to be replaced this year.
· Review of bids for purchase of mower and tractor jointly with the Towns of Meenon and Lincoln: Don Taylor reviewed the bids received at the Meenon Town Hall on May 18, 2012 and what was awarded. The Town of Sand Lake’s portion of the purchase is $27, 992.11. An Intergovernmental Agreement will be provided by the Town of Meenon which will detail aspects of the joint ownership, maintenance, schedule of use and insurance. That agreement has not yet been received.
· Board of Review: Because of the re-valuation of land in the township this year, the tax roll is not completed at this time. The first meeting of the Board of Review will be held at 6:45 pm on Monday, June 11, 2012 and adjourned to a later date.
· Requests for donation received after the 2012 Annual Meeting: Burnett County Citizen Patrol, Central Burnett County Fair Association and Burnett County Historical Society. Motion to award $200 each to the three requestors was made Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote.
Pay Bills: Following review of bills, motion to approve payment of all bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote.
