Town Board Meeting

Monday, June 11, 2012
Minutes 
Chair Don Taylor called the June 11, 2012 meeting of the Board of the Town of Sand Lake to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Others in attendance were: Dale Halonie, Jim Taylor, Don Button, Bob Pardun and John Lawson. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Dan Scully, seconded by Supervisor Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the May 14, 2012, Town Board meeting was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Don Button asked to reserve his comments for later in the meeting regarding the Sand Lake Drive culvert project. Bob Pardun was present to inquire about the tax deed properties taken by Burnett County without notice to the town’s assessor. The Town is now liable for the 2011 property taxes. Following discussion, the board asked Clerk Peggy Tolbert to draft a letter to the County Administrator, Candace Fitzgerald and County Clerk Wanda Hinrichs requesting to be put on the agenda of the July 16, Administration Committee meeting so that this dispute may be resolved. 
Chair’s report: Don Taylor reviewed correspondence received during the month. A fireworks permit was approved and issued prior to the meeting for Pam Blahoski for June 30, 2012 at 5174 County Road X, Webster WI.
Clerk’s report: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported on the June 5, 2012 Recall Election activities. Liquor license renewal application was received from Mallard Lake Family Resort and was published as required by statutes. Action will be taken later in the meeting. Renewal application has not yet been received from Hunter’s Inn. A new American flag has been ordered.  Once received, the old one will be disposed of properly. John Lawson was present to provide an estimate to repair leaks in the Town Hall roof around the bell tower and chimney (replace flashing), to replace damaged plaster and ceiling tiles and repaint those areas. Estimate for the work is $1,950.00. Motion to accept the bid from John Lawson was made by Dan Scully, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote.
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Connor Johnson reported the checking account balance as of June 11, 2012 was $257,456.61 and the equipment account balance was $106,345.02 plus interest from the month of May. 
Supervisors’ reports: Dan Scully asked for confirmation that Road Employee Dale Halonie and other casual employees have the proper high visibility clothing.  Dale Halonie said he did.
Plan Commission Report: No report given.
Road report: Road employee Dale Halonie reported he had cleaned out the Sand Lake Drive culvert and installed screening to try to prevent beaver activity. The culvert on Austin Lake collapsed and a blacktop patch was put on. Complaints about the road sinking near a mail box on Hopkins Road due to a clay pocket under the pavement were discussed. The bury hole on Bass Lake Road is sinking. Discussion ensued on covering it with filter cloth and gravel. Due to heavy rains, there have been washouts on the shoulders of Viola Lake Road, Gaslyn Road and Angeline Road.
Matters for discussion and possible action:
· Bass Lake Road TRIP project – Approval for a replacement TRIP project was received. A bid request will be published for two weeks with a bid opening at the July meeting. Specifications are: 2” of hot mix, 22’ wide for .7 miles on Bass Lake Road. A certificate of insurance is required. Additional information can be provided by Don Taylor or Dale Halonie.

· Sand Lake Drive culvert – Don Taylor reported on the meeting with GLIFWIC (Great Lakes Indian Fishing and Wild Rice Commission). Residents Don Button and Jim Taylor also attended. GLIFWIC desires a larger culvert, placed lower than that currently planned. Don Taylor has not heard from the WI DNR on the town’s permit application. Jim Taylor and Don Button expressed viewpoints about lake water levels, lake health and an existing order from the DNR. There were no suggestions for how to resolve the conflicting points of view concerning the culvert at Sand Lake Drive. Ro Endresen commented a decision from the WI DNR on culvert size is needed.
· Other projects – Following discussion of other road projects for 2012, the board decided to contact Hopkins Sand and Gravel about replacement of the culvert on Austin Lake Road. At a later time, bid requests for an overlay of some portion of Austin Lake Road and Lily Lake Road may be developed. Peggy reported she met with Jim Pearson/Fahrner on center line stripping on Okerlund and Dongola Roads. Cost would be about $4,000.00. The board agreed to proceed. Peggy is also working on a sign order for cautionary road signs.
· Approve liquor license renewal application and operator’s license for Mallard Lake Family Resort and Gordon Johnson – Motion to approve the licenses was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Following discussion of Hunter’s Inn, a motion to approve the renewal of Hunter’s Inn  liquor license, pending receipt of required information, was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried voice vote. 
Pay Bills: Following review of bills, motion to approve payment of all bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. 
Next meeting date: July 11, 2012
Adjournment: Motion to adjourn was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. The meeting adjourned at 8:37 p.m.
