Town Board Meeting

Monday, July 9, 2012
Minutes 
Chair Don Taylor called the July 9, 2012 meeting of the Board of the Town of Sand Lake to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Others in attendance were: Dale Halonie. Don Taylor confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the June 11, 2012, Town Board meeting was made by Dan Scully, seconded by Ro Endresen. There were no public comments. 
Chair’s report: Don Taylor reported there will a meeting of the Burnett County Towns Association on Thursday, July 26, 2012. He also reviewed correspondence received from Polk Burnett Electric concerning underground power lines.

Clerk’s report: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported a town resident had noted an omission from the minutes of the May 14, 2012 meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board concerning the decision made by the board to discontinue snowplowing of private driveways. The board consensus was that inclusion in this month’s meeting minutes would be sufficient and the May 14 minutes did not need to be amended. Peggy also reported negotiations with North Memorial Ambulance Service for a contract extension and/or a new contract are set to begin at a meeting on Tuesday, July 17. Hunter’s Inn complied with requirements to renew their liquor and cigarette vendor’s licenses and these licenses as well as an operator’s license to Carol Mulroy were issued. Don Taylor confirmed the Burnett County Administration Committee will be discussing the tax deed property issue at their next meeting. Peggy will contact Town Assessor Bob Pardun and ask him to represent the town’s position. Peggy asked Road employee Dale Halonie to contact resident Lynn Blahnik about placement of her fire number sign. August 14, 2012 is the Partisan Primary.
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Connor Johnson reported the checking account balance as of July 9, 2012 was $232,911.85 and the equipment account balance was $106,357.25. Second half of property taxes is due July 31, 2012 and should be paid to the County Treasurer. Discussion ensued on dogs that have never been licensed and how to report these to the county.
Supervisors’ reports: Dan Scully reported the mower jointly purchased by the Towns of Sand Lake, Meenon and Lincoln will not be delivered until September. An Intergovernmental Agreement for that purchase is still needed. Discussion ensued on how to do the mowing of town roads until the new mower is available. Dale Halonie will check his records about time owed the Town of Sand Lake by the Town of Meenon. An Intergovernmental Agreement with the Webster Volunteer Fire Association is also needed.
Plan Commission Report: No report given.
Road report: Dale Halonie reported he had graded some town roads (Don Taylor had done Shrider Road). The permit for replacing the culvert on Austin Lake Road had been approved and Hopkins Sand and Gravel will be doing that work. An old culvert was detected on Hopkins Road and should be removed. A town resident had damaged a newly installed fire number sign. Discussion ensued on ordering a replacement and who should be responsible for the cost. Trees needing to be cut down along Emerson Road are being worked on. Polk Burnett Electric needs to cut the largest tree.
Matters for discussion and possible action:
· Bass Lake Road TRIP bid opening – two bids were received by 7:00 p.m. and were opened at 7:16 p.m.  The first bid from Monarch Paving Company was for $59, 556.00 and the second bid was from Taylor Paving Company for $59, 950.00. Don Taylor excused himself from the voting due to a conflict of interest. Dan Scully made a motion to accept the low bid from Monarch Paving Company and Ro Endresen seconded the motion. Motion carried, voice vote.
· 2012 Road Projects – Following discussion of road projects for 2012, the board decided to request bids for pulverizing 1.11 miles of Austin Lake Road from Lily Lake Inn Road to Okerlund Road. Peggy Tolbert will prepare the bid for publication. Don Taylor asked Peggy Tolbert to place the Sand Lake Drive culvert on the August meeting agenda; meanwhile he will contact Amy Cronk at the Spooner, WI DNR about the status of the permit application. Further discussion ensued on graveling Gaslyn Lake Road. Board consensus was to wait until after the bid opening in August.
· Approve operator’s license applications from Lori Perron and Philip Hoefs - Peggy Tolbert reported these applications were in order.  Motion to approve the licenses was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. 
Pay Bills: Following review of bills, motion to approve payment of all bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote.
