Town Board Meeting

Monday, August 13, 2012
Minutes 
Chair Don Taylor called the August 13, 2012 meeting of the Board of the Town of Sand Lake to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Others in attendance were: Dale Halonie, Gary Pavlicek, Don Button and Jim Taylor. Don Taylor confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the July 9, 2012, Town Board meeting was made by Dan Scully, seconded by Ro Endresen. Public comments: Don Button expressed concern about the abundance of carp in Clam Lake and his concern that a similar situation could occur in Big Sand Lake if the flow through the culvert was not corrected.
Chair’s report: Don Taylor had nothing to report.
Clerk’s report: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported the Partisan Primary was set for Tuesday August 14, 2012. Several volunteers had met to organize the Annual Town Picnic which is now scheduled for Sunday, August 26 at 12:30 p.m. Peggy reported receipt of a 2% Fire Dues Noncompliance notice. The notice stated Austin DeNotter, fire chief of the Hertel St. Croix Fire Department has not complied with Department of Safety and Professional Services reporting requirements.  Unless Mr. DeNotter complies with these requirements, the Town of Sand Lake will not receive a fire dues payment in 2013. Don Taylor said he would speak with Mr. DeNotter. Peggy reminded the board that Open Book is scheduled for September 7 from 6-8 p.m. and Board of Review is scheduled for September 17 also from 6-8 p.m.
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Connor Johnson reported the checking account balance as of August 13, 2012 was $226,943.81 and the equipment account balance was $106,361.35. Melanie has received several inquiries about devaluation of properties due to the July 1, 2011 wind storm. Property owners have been advised to speak with the town’s assessor. 
Supervisors’ reports: Dan Scully reported on the July 26, 2012 Towns Association meeting. Ro Endresen reported he had received inquiries about the Viola Lake culvert which is the joint responsibility of the Towns of LaFollette and Sand Lake. Discussion ensued on mowing town roads. The jointly owned mower has not been received yet and the Town of Meenon owes the Town of Sand Lake time for work previously done. Discussion also ensued on placement of fire signs along State Road 70. Ro Endresen expressed concern about their placement and possible damage to them by snowplowing unless they were set back further.
Plan Commission Report: No report given.
Ambulance Committee Report: Peggy Tolbert reported the ambulance committee of the Towns Association will meet on August 21, 2012 to begin discussion about a new contract with North Memorial Ambulance Service. The current contract ends in December 2013.
Road report: Dale Halonie reported he was almost done installing the new fire signs. Hopkins Sand and Gravel is about ready to go on the Austin Lake Road culvert. 
Matters for discussion and possible action:
· Austin Lake Road pulverizing bid opening – one bid was received from Monarch Paving Company for $4,558.00. Motion to accept the bid from Monarch Paving Company for pulverizing Austin Lake Road was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote.
· Sand Lake Drive culvert – Don Taylor had requested Gary Pavlicek attend the meeting to update the board and interested parties on the project as the June 30, 2012 deadline had not been met. Mr. Pavlicek reported there was still no word from the DNR on the permit application. Discussion ensued on recommendations from various interested parties included the St. Croix Tribe, the Great Lakes Fish and Wildlife Commission, the DNR and area residents. Don Button and Jim Taylor participated in the discussion and expressed their viewpoints. Don Taylor summed up the discussion and expressed his hope that the project would move forward and achieve a resolution.
· 2012 Road Projects – Burnett County Highway is just about to begin work on Emerson Road. Discussion ensued on graveling Gaslyn Road from Emerson Road to the Rusk township line using trucks from Hopkins Sand and Gravel, the St. Croix Tribe or Burnett County Highway department. Discussion also ensued on another culvert on Austin Lake Road needing to be replaced. Don Taylor will check with the DNR about whether a permit will be required.

Pay Bills: Following review of bills, motion to approve payment of all bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote.
