Town Board Meeting

Monday, September 10, 2012
Minutes 
Chair Don Taylor called the September 10, 2012 meeting of the Board of the Town of Sand Lake to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Others in attendance were: Dale Halonie, Don Button, Jim Taylor, Duane Harer, Paul and Lillian Anderson. Don Taylor confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the August 13, 2012, Town Board meeting was made by Dan Scully, seconded by Ro Endresen. Public comments: Duane Harer spoke about conditions on Sand Lake Drive causing excessive run off and wash outs. Mr. Harer also expressed his desire to lower the speed limit on the road. Don Button spoke about the beaver dam which is upstream of the culvert under Sand Lake Road.
Chair’s report: Don Taylor reported receiving a letter from Senator Jauch. The Joint Committee on Finance has recently allocated another $1 million to the state disaster assistance program to help with July 1st storm damage claims. Senator Jauch said he will continue to work towards additional assistance for repairs of local roads damaged due to increased logging following the storm.
Clerk’s report: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported the Town Picnic on August 26 was a success and thanked volunteers Lillian and Paul Anderson, Betty Leef and her family, and Bonnie Wilson for their efforts. Board of Review is scheduled for Monday, September 17; no objections have been received as of this date. Several calls have been received concerning placement of the new fire signs. Peggy asked Road Employee Dale Halonie to follow up on these calls. 
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Connor Johnson reported the checking account balance as of August 31, 2012 was $220,943.81 and the equipment account balance was $106,367.53. The dog license report is due to the County Clerk by September 15. The August settlement from the county has been received and totals $87,967.27. 
Supervisors’ reports: No report given.
Plan Commission Report: No report given.
Ambulance Committee Report: Peggy Tolbert reported the ambulance committee of the Towns Association met August 21, 2012. Desired terms of the new contract to begin in January 2014 are: 4 year contract length, increases in years 2 and 3, and increases tied to the general consumer price index (rather than the medical). A response from North Memorial is due at the September 18, 2012 meeting.
Road report: Dale Halonie reported culverts and stumps on Austin Lake Road have been removed. One culvert has been replaced and the road repaved. The county has completed work on Emerson Road. All new fire signs have been installed; several new directory signs are needed. Dale will provide a list of needed signs to Peggy. The sander has been sandblasted and repainted.
Matters for discussion and possible action:
· Sand Lake Road culvert – Don Taylor updated the board on the permit application which has been pending all summer. The application will not be approved as currently written as the inlet elevation of the culvert does not match the bottom of the streambed. Don has been advised by DNR staff Amy Cronk to resubmit the application with an elevation at the inlet set 2.4” lower than the original proposal Don has not heard from EDR. Discussion ensued on changes in law which require the DNR to respond to permit applications within 30 days, how to determine the bottom of a streambed, and a memo written by Jim Taylor to the St. Croix Tribal Council. No action was taken. It was noted board approval is need for a new application to the DNR.
· 2012 Road Projects – Discussion ensued on graveling of Gaslyn Road from Emerson Road to the Rusk Township line. Hopkins Sand and Gravel is too high; Don will check with the county on costs. Discussion of mowing town roads ensued. Board consensus is that the Town of Meenon owes the Town of Sand Lake work time to compensate work Dale Halonie performed in 2011.
Pay Bills: Following review of bills, motion to approve payment of all bills as presented was made by Dan Scully, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote.

Adjournment: Motion to adjourn was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. The meeting adjourned at 8:02 p.m.
