Town Board Meeting

Monday, October 8, 2012
Minutes 
Chair Don Taylor called the October 8, 2012 meeting of the Board of the Town of Sand Lake to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Others in attendance were: Dale Halonie, Don Button, Jim Taylor, Duane Harer, Deb Scully, Jay Emery, Katie Cook, an unidentified St. Croix Tribal lawyer, and Adam Pavlicek. Don Taylor confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Dan Scully, seconded by Supervisor Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the September 10, 2012, Town Board meeting was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Public comments: Duane Harer inquired what the town board was considering to improve conditions on Sand Lake Drive. Road employee Dale Halonie said he had graveled the road and will grade it soon. He feels Sand Lake Drive is no worse than other town roads so additional action is being considered.
Chair’s report: Don Taylor reported on the Webster Fire Association meeting. The fire association 2013 levy was set and a cooperative mutual aid agreement was drawn up with other counties.
Clerk’s report: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported on preparations for the November 6 General Election. Forts Folle Avoine has completed an inventory of archival items being stored for the town. These include poll lists from past elections and other items the town is not required to retain but which could have historical value. Because of the busy election season, Peggy sought board input on delaying the budget meeting until December. The board agreed the budget meetings could be held on December 10.
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Connor Johnson reported the checking account balance as of September 28, 2012 was $294,514.86 and the equipment account balance was $106,375.81. Melanie reported the town copier is no longer functional but feels a replacement it not necessary. The 2012 dog license collections are closed out. 
Supervisors’ reports: No report given.
Plan Commission Report: No report given.
Ambulance Committee Report: Peggy Tolbert reported North Memorial Ambulance Service agreed to the contract conditions proposed by the Towns Association ambulance committee. Further discussion is still needed by the towns on how to apportion the total subsidy for the new contract. After that decision has been made, the new contract will be brought to the board for approval.
Road report: Dale Halonie reported pulverizing on Austin Lake Road is completed but the road is quite rough and there have been many citizen complaints. Discussion ensued on having Burnett County Highway Department gravel Austin Lake Road as well as Gaslyn Lake Road as previously approved. Dry conditions have prevented grading of town roads.
Matters for discussion and possible action:
· Sand Lake Road culvert – Don Taylor updated the board on the Sand Lake Road project and acknowledged the St. Croix Tribal representatives who were present. Much discussion ensued on how to proceed on the project in collaboration with tribal input.  Jay Emery indicated some funding from the tribe for the project might be possible. Jim Taylor inquired whether the current contract with EDR should be voided in order to start fresh with project specifications acceptable to the tribe, DNR and the town board. Don Taylor stated he is not ready to void the contract. Research on a different style of culvert is needed.
· Sand Lake Road speed limit – Discussion ensued on lowering the speed limit from 55 mph to 45 mph. The lower speed limit is needed because of the curvy nature of the road and the number of properties located along the road. Don Taylor will draft a resolution to lower the speed limit for board consideration at the November meeting.

· 2012 Road Projects – No additional discussion of 2012 road project was held. It was noted that Monarch Paving was to have paved Bass Lake Road by September 15 and it has not yet been done.
Pay Bills: Following review of bills, motion to approve payment of all bills as presented was made by Dan Scully, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote.

Adjournment: Motion to adjourn was made by Dan Scully, seconded by Ro Endresen. The meeting adjourned at 8:10 p.m.
