Town Board Meeting
July 14, 2008
Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7pm. All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.  Ro Endresen made a motion to accept the minutes from the June 9, 2008 Town Board Meeting.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.  
Report on Town Correspondence: Chair Neil Ambourn had received calls about right of way clearing on Maple Road; right of way clearing was discussed for the corner of Bass Lake Road.  Neil had received and approved a fire works permit for Mallard Lake Family Resort and he reported that a camcorder had been found at the Sand Lake public access.
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that the Town Picnic was to be held on Sunday August 17 beginning at noon; the town board will provide beverages and plate setups and will do some promotion of the event in order to help out the main organizers (Betty Leef and Shirley Burgess). Peggy also reported that she had contacted Scott Gillis about the overdue payments for the old town pickup and that he had responded and was hoping to start making payments soon. Carrie Hunter reported that bank deposits in June totaled $69.27.  There were no supervisor’s reports.  Dale Halonie reported that he had several Restorative Justice workers and had been brushing along Olson, Viola Lake and Compeau Roads, as well as patching blacktop.  Neil asked when mowing could get started.  It was agreed that Dick Bauer could work as a backup driver and be trained on the mower.  Neil also asked Dale to complete the work identified in the bridge inspection report to be completed by next meeting.  Peggy asked about planting some perennials in front of the Town Hall; Dale will dig up the existing grass and bring in black dirt.  It was also noted that a new ceiling fan was needed for the Town Hall, and that a final coat of finish should be applied to the floor.
Matters for discussion and possible action:
Open Road Work bids: two projects had been put out to bid – see attached. Scott Construction and Taylor Paving submitted bids for the first project – see attached. Scott Construction was the low bidder.  Taylor Paving was the only bidder on project #2 (also attached).  Town resident Gary Pavlicek raised the issue of whether a performance bond was required from Scott Construction since the total project cost was over $100,000.  After discussion, Jim Tolbert made a motion to award Scott Construction project #1 and Taylor Paving project #2, contingent on an answer concerning any bonds that might be required by statute.  Ro Endresen seconded the motion, which carried.  Peggy Tolbert will contact the Towns Association about bond requirements.
Review Plan Commission applications; appoint commission: 10 applications had been received, but since one of these had been received too late to circulate amongst the board members, Jim Tolbert made a motion to table this issue until the August meeting.  Ro Endresen seconded the motion which carried.
Update on ambulance service contract:  Ro Endresen briefed the board on proposed changes to the contract with North Memorial Ambulance service and noted that there was going to be a meeting with the towns to discuss options.

Liquor license application – Chattering Squirrel LLC: Peggy Tolbert informed the board that she and Jim were making application to the Town for a Class A liquor license (off sale of beer, wine and liquor) and that they were planning on developing an online wine sales business.  After discussion of the type of license and the particulars of the business, it was agreed that Peggy would publish the application as required and that at the August meeting the license would be voted on.  A license fee would need to be established.
Road projects: Resident Jim and Kitty (        ) were present to discuss right of way clearing and other issues concerning Big Sand Lake Drive.  The board reviewed past and future plans for the road and answered their questions.  No action was taken.
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Jim Tolbert made a motion to pay all bills; Neil Ambourn seconded the motion which carried.
The next meeting will be Monday, August 11 at 7pm.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:44 pm.
