Minutes
1. Call to order – Chair Neil Ambourn called the meeting to order at 7pm.
2. Roll call of officers – Ro Endresen was absent, all other officers were present.
3. Public Notice – Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed that the meeting had been properly noticed.
4. Minutes from August 11, 2008 meeting – Jim Tolbert made a motion to accept minutes.  Neil Ambourn seconded the motion which carried.
5. Chair’s report – fire works permit granted to Troy Moser; letter from Gary Lundberg – Burnett County ad hoc cleanup committee – asking for input to identify areas of concern; several training opportunities from UW Extension or the Towns Association.  
6. Clerk’s report – Peggy Tolbert reported that the Annual Town Picnic had been a success – thanks to Betty Leef, Shirley and Dean Burgess, Jim Tolbert and Dale Halonie. She also reported that the Partisan Primary Election is tomorrow.  As a follow up to the discussion about the 2009 ambulance service subsidy and the St. Croix tribe, Peggy distributed a draft letter for the Board’s review.  The board directed her to send the letter as is. Peggy also reported that the second payment of $100 had been received from Scott Gillis towards the old town pickup.
7. Treasurer’s report – Carrie Hunter reported that deposit through 8/29/08 had been $804.88 and expenses through 8/29/08 had been $8,210.35.  Outstanding checks totaled $3,900.89, resulting in an account balance of $71,920.79.
8. Supervisor’s reports – Jim Tolbert purchased the ceiling fan for the Town Hall; Dale installed it.
9. Plan Commission report – first meeting on Wednesday, September 9.  Jim Tolbert had attended a County Comprehensive Planning Committee today.  
10. Road Employee report – Dale Halonie reported that he had graded a couple of times, cut trees after wind storms, hauled gravel to cover a culvert on Austin Lake Road.  Peggy asked about removing the posting sign on Austin Lake Road.  Dale had repaired various ceiling defects in the Town Hall. Discussion ensued about laying gravel to Early.  Scott Construction has paved on Viola Lake, Olson and Larrabee Subdivision Roads.  Scott Gillis has inquired about working again – his health has improved.  Neil said that mowing needed to be done before fall.  Both Scott and Dick Bauer could be hired. 
11. Matters for discussion and possible action at this meeting:
· Ordinance to change the Clerk and/or Treasurer from elected to appointed positions was presented – Jim Tolbert made a motion to adopt the ordinance. Neil Ambourn seconded the motion which carried.  The notice with a rationale will be posted and published.  The questions – “Shall the person holding the office of town clerk in the Town of Sand Lake be appointed by the board rather than elected?” and “Shall the person holding the office of town treasurer in the Town of Sand Lake be appointed by the board rather than elected?” must now appear on a referendum ballot at the November 4, 2008 General Election for elector approval.
