Town Board Meeting
June 9, 2008
Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7pm. Supervisor Ro Endresen was absent.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.  Jim Tolbert made a motion to accept the minutes from the May 12, 2008 Town Board Meeting.  Neil Ambourn seconded the motion, which carried.  
Report on Town Correspondence: Chair Neil Ambourn had received report of a washout on Birch Haven Road.
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that there had been one objection filed for Board of Review and that the proper documentation had been sent out to the property owner notifying them of the Board’s decision to support the assessor’s assessment.  Thank you’s had been received for donations from the Burnett County Humane Society, Regional Hospice, and Webster Senior Center.  Carrie Hunter reported that bank deposits totaled $848.73; expenses were $10,901.47.  There were no supervisor’s reports.  Dale Halonie was not present to give a road report so Neil reviewed some of the  work that had been done on Olson Road (widening to 20ft to allow for paving), and that the jail workers were assisting Dale with various projects.
Matters for discussion and possible action:
Comprehensive Planning grant update: Neil reported on the meeting he attended to hear the presentations of the various consultants being considered to lead the grant project. He and the other town officials had overwhelming voted in favor of Foth Company.  Neil still had some questions about how Town of Sand Lake property owners would be surveyed as part of the grant.  Jim reported that he had sent out letters and applications for prospect Plan Commission members.  Final selection will take place at the July Town Board meeting.  Peggy will place another notice about Plan Commission recruitment in the Advertiser Leader.
Town Picnic Update: Peggy reported that she had spoken with Betty Leef about the picnic and the Town’s desire to help promote the event and to provide beverages and paper goods.  A Sunday in mid-August is the likely date; as soon as that decision has been made, Peggy will begin promoting the picnic in the newspaper, on the Town website, and with flyers.

Liquor, operator, cigarette vendor licenses: Peggy reported that notice of renewal applications from Mallard Lake Family Resort and Hunter’s Inn had been published as required, and that no objections had been filed.  Jim Tolbert made a motion to approve the applications for these licenses.  Neil Ambourn seconded the motion, which carried.  Jim and Peggy Tolbert also informed the board of their intention to apply for a Class A off sale license for the Chattering Squirrel LLC.  Because of Ro Endresen’s absence, it was decided to wait until the next Town Board meeting to discuss this matter.
Road projects: Neil reported that he was preparing two bid notices for road projects.  Bids will be opened at the July Town Board meeting.
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Jim Tolbert made a motion to pay all bills; Neil Ambourn seconded the motion which carried.
The next meeting will be Monday, July 14 at 7pm.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:15 pm.
