Town Board Meeting
May 12, 2008
Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7pm. All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.  Ro Endresen made a motion to accept the minutes from the April 8, 2008 Town Board Meeting.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.  Residents Paul Anderson, Gordon Johnson and Joel Springer were in attendance.  Jerry Tjader attended briefly to present an application for a fireworks permit.
Report on Town Correspondence: Chair Neil Ambourn had received a notice that the Comprehensive Planning Grant had been awarded to Burnett County and that he had received an invitation to participate in the review of proposals from consultants (May 29).  Neil had also received a letter concerning Native American taxation issues and noted that it may be possible that the St. Croix Chippewa are liable for property taxes as opposed to previous thought.  Additional correspondences, invitations and letter had been received, including a notice from Polk Burnett about line maintenance.  After discussion of Jerry Tjader’s application for a fireworks permit (Big Sand Lake, 9:30 – 11pm, July 3, 4, 5, or 6), Ro Endresen made a motiohn to approve the permit for July 5.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that the quarterly payroll reports had been filed and reminded the board of the upcoming Open Book and Board of Review.  She also noted that liquor license renewal application had been sent to Mallard Lake Family Resort and Hunter’s Inn.  There were no supervisors’ reports. Road Employee Dale Halonie reported that he had graded all roads and had delivered a culvert for Hopkins Sand and Gravel.  Neil asked Dale about right of way clearing on Viola Lake Road and whether all work associated with the bridge inspections had been completed.  Dale mentioned that he had signed up for workers through Restorative Justice.  Dale also noted that he would be working on the Town Hall floor soon.  The board discussed removal of a few trees and stumps on Larrabee Subdivision Road and whether property owners should be notified.  It was decided that since only a few trees were being removed, notification was not necessary.
Matters for discussion and possible action:
Paul Anderson – land access/development: Paul Anderson reviewed for the board the history of his purchase of a landlocked parcel across from his residence on the Yellow River.  Surveyor Mark Krause assisted Mr. Anderson in his presentation.  Mr. Anderson questioned whether the Town of Sand Lake caused the parcel to be landlocked when Whistler Bridge was rebuilt (twice) which possibly resulted in the relocation of Whistler Road.  The board responded that not enough was known about the historic location of the road and the actual property lines, and suggested the Mr. Anderson return once he had more information.
Open Book and Board of Review: Open Book is scheduled for May 16 from 6-8pm and Board of Review  June 2 from 6-8pm. Neil Ambourn will take the training for certification prior to Board of Review.  Ro Endresen will not be present.
Comprehensive Planning grant update: As noted above, Burnett County was awarded the grant.  Discussion about recruiting a plan commission ensued.  After discussion, the board decided to develop an application to be sent out to a select group of residents who had either expressed interest or who were thought by others to be good candidates.  Peggy Tolbert will confirm with Mike Kornmann (UW Extension agent) about the time commitment and also the town’s financial responsibility toward the grant.
Road projects: Following the Spring Road Tour the following projects will be put up for bid (mail to Scott and Monarch, and published in the newspaper): Olson Road (2” overlay), Viola Lake, and Larrabee Subdivision Roads (wedge 1” overlay)
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Ro Endresen made a motion to pay all bills; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion which carried.
The next meeting will be Monday, June 9 at 7pm.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:57 pm.
