Reports from Town Officers and employees: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that the April 1 election had gone smoothly and congratulated all of the election inspectors on a job well done. Road Employee Dale Halonie reported that he had repaired the Town’s tractor and wondered about offering it for sale.  He had attened Mine Safety school.  Neil noted that the town roads needed grading, and that there was a lot of shouldering and brushing to do.
Matters for discussion and possible action:
Set Dates for Open Book and Board of Review: Assessor Robert Pardun was present.  After discussion of the equalized value of the town, Open Book was set for May 16 from 6-8pm and Board of Review was scheduled for June 2 from 6-8pm. Neil Ambourn will get the required certification prior to Board of Review; Peggy Tolbert will get information to him about the options for certification.
.Comprehensive Planning grant update: it is still not known whether the grant that Burnett County has applied for will be received, so no further discussion took place.
Road projects – update: Spring Road Tour was scheduled for April 17 at 8am.  Gordon Johnson requested that maintenance on Normans Landing Road, near the entrance to his property, be considered.
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Ro Endresen made a motion to pay all bills; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion which carried.
