Town Board Meeting
March 10, 2008
Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7pm. All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.  Ro Endresen made a motion to accept the minutes from the February 2008 Town Board Meeting.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.  Town resident Scott Gillis was present.
Report on Town Correspondence: Chair Neil Ambourn reported that he had received nothing noteworthy.
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported she had completed the Form CT and reported that the February 19 election had gone smoothly.  She reminded Dale of the April 1 Spring Election and also noted that she was meeting with the election inspectors on March 24.  Treasurer Carrie Hunter reported an outstanding book balance of $???.  Supervisor Ro Endresen reported that Paul Anderson’s rezoning request was still on the table. Road Employee Dale Halonie reported that he had tried to plow Paul Anderson’s driveway but that it was too steep.  He also reported that he had bee cutting problems trees along the roads; burning brush (Neil asked Dale to hold off on any further burning until early next winter due to fire danger); and sanding icy roads.  Dale said he had had a couple of inquiries about purchase of the old pickup.  After discussion, Ro Endresen made a motion to offer the pickup for $500 or best offer; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.  Scott Gillis offered $500 and the board accepted his offer.  Peggy Tolbert will find the title and draw up a bill of sale.
Matters for discussion and possible action:
UDC Ordinance: After discussion of possibly adding remodeling of existing homes to the UDC ordinance, it was decided to not add that provision.  Jim Tolbert made a motion to adopt a UDC ordinance; Ro Endresen seconded the motion which carried.  Following adoption of the UDC Ordinance, the board discussed the agreement between the Town of Sand Lake and UDC inspector Daryl Bazey.  Ro Endresen made a motion to sign the two year agreement; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.  Peggy Tolbert will provide the State with a certified copy of the UDC ordinance and will post it as required. 

Operator’s License application: Peggy Tolbert presented application from Wesley Boos for an operator’s license, noting that he had passed the required Safe Server class, and a background check was clean.  Ro Endresen made a motion to approve the application; Neil Ambourn seconded the motion, which carried.
Citizen’s Auxiliary: Jim Tolbert reviewed for the Board this new community group which will support the County Sheriff’s Department in a variety of ways, including crowd control and search and rescue.  Jim informed that Board that a request for donation would be forthcoming.

Annual Meeting Agenda: The board discussed the upcoming Annual Meeting scheduled for Tuesday April 8.  In addition to the regular agenda, Neil will report on the town’s participation in a Comprehensive Planning grant that Burnett County has written.  Notification will have been received by that date if the grant is awarded, and if it is, a plan commission will be named.  The Annual Meeting will be a good opportunity to explain the Plan Commission and to begin to recruit participants.

Plan Commission Ordinance: Michael Kornman, UW Extension agent for Community Development was present to discuss the ordinance and its requirement for participation in the Comprehension Planning Grant.  Following discussion of the ordinance, the model ordinance was amended to fit the needs of the Town of Sand Lake.  Ro Endresen made a motion to approve the ordinance; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.  Peggy Tolbert will post the ordinance as required after making the amendments.
Road projects – update: No action was taken, but the need to schedule a road tour was noted.
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Ro Endresen made a motion to pay all bills; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion which carried.
The next meeting will be Tuesday, April 8 following the Annual Meeting, 2008, at 7pm.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:15 pm.
