Town Board Meeting
February 11, 2008
Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7pm. All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.  Ro Endresen made a motion to accept the minutes from January 14, 2008 Town Board Meeting.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.  Town residents Paul Anderson and Melanie Connor were present.
Report on Town Correspondence: Chair Neil Ambourn reported that he had received various correspondences, including: a check for timber stumpage which he passed to Treasurer Carrie Hunter; notice of a workshop sponosored by the Recyling Control Commission; various training opportunities; notice of cutting from Dennis Dorriott; notice of a Comprehensive Planning workshop; and a notice of WI DOT/Federal funding for bicycle/pedestrian projects.
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported she had completed the annual payroll reconciliation reports, was starting work on the Form CT, and had provided training for the town’s election inspectors for the upcoming election season. She reminded the Board of the February Primary Election that will be held on Tuesday, February 19.  Treasurer Carrie Hunter reported an outstanding book balance of $70,369.23.  Supervisor Ro Endresen commented on the snowdrifts on Dongola Road and asked if plowing could be done there. Supervisor Jim Tolbert reported that he had been working with the WISLR system, trying to generate reports that Neil had requested to assist in planning for upcoming road projects. Road Employee Dale Halonie was absent due to illness.  Neil said he would contact Scott Gillis to do some plowing where snowdrifts had formed, and at intersections.
Matters for discussion and possible action:
Review of UDC inspector’s contract – Daryl Bazey was present and explained his request to contract individually with towns rather than bidding to the state and the requirement for an ordinance to allow for this.  After discussion no action was taken.  Peggy Tolbert will make copies of the model UDC ordinance and distribute those to the Board for review.  Jim Tolbert will check with other towns that have included remodels in their UDC ordinances.

Request for rezoning – Paul Anderson (F1 to RR3, Yellow River property): Paul Anderson was present to discuss the recommendation for denial from the Zoning Committee of his request for rezoning his property. Neil reviewed the situation for the Board, and suggested that Mr. Anderson speak with Supervisor Ro Endresen, who is also the County Board Supervisor for this district, to possibly request reconsideration from the Zoning Committee.  The Board was concerned that Mr. Anderson’s request be treated equitably with other rezoning requests that have been previously approved.  Resident Melanie Connor expressed her concern about the increased traffic that might result if a subdivision were to be created on Mr. Anderson’s property.  The Board agreed that signage and possibly adjustments to the road bed might be needed to ensure safe conditions on Normans Landing Road.
Road projects – update: no action.
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Ro Endresen made a motion to pay all bills; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion which carried.
The next meeting will be Monday, March 10, 2008, at 7pm.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:30 pm.
