Town Board Meeting
January 14, 2008
Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7pm. Treasurer Carrie Hunter was absent.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.  Ro Endresen made a motion to accept the minutes from December 17, 2008 Town Board Meeting.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.  Town residents Paul and Scott Anderson, and Barbara and Gordon Johnson were present.
Report on Town Correspondence: Chair Neil Ambourn reported that he had received a few snowplowing complaints which had been addressed.  He also reported that the fireworks permit for the Tjader had been issued. Various correspondences had also been received.
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported she had generated and mailed W2s to all Town officers and employers and was holding an election training session for the election inspectors the following Monday. Supervisor Ro Endresen noted that the Town of Meenon had contracted with Burnett County Highway Department to work on the final section of Austin Lake Road this coming spring. Road Employee Dale Halonie reported that he had performed routine maintenance on the loader, had been sanding town roads and had been working on the wiring of the Town Shop garage doors.  He noted that one pallet of excelsior rolls had been delivered and that he was looking at a Chevy pickup with an extended cab that was for sale through Auto Traders.  The dealer said he would include 4 new tires.  
Matters for discussion and possible action:
Review of UDC inspector’s contract – Peggy Tolbert reviewed Daryl Bazey’s request to contract individually with towns rather than bid to the state.  After discussion, the board asked Peggy to invite Daryl to a Town Board meeting to answer question before making a decision.

Request for rezoning – Paul Anderson (F1 to RR3, Yellow River property): At the request of the County Zoning Office, Paul Anderson is revising his request for rezoning to include all of his property that falls within the 300 ft. setback   Again, the board had no objections, but noted that because the town is not zoned, the board does not have any legal say in the matter.
Road projects – update: Neil asked Jim Tolbert to generate a report that would help identify candidates for improvement projects.
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Jim Tolbert made a motion to pay all bills; Ro Endresen seconded the motion which carried.
