Town Board Meeting
December 17, 2007
Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7pm. Supervisor Ro Endresen was absent.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.  Neil Ambourn made a motion to accept the minutes from November 12 Budget Hearing, Special Town Meeting and the Town Board Meeting.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.  Town resident Paul Anderson was present, as was Town Assessor Bob Pardun.
Report on Town Correspondence: Chair Neil Ambourn reported on various correspondences he had received, including the notification of 2008 Transportation Aids and a copy of the Burnett County Land Recreation Ordinance, amended October 2007.  He also reported on an additional bridge inspection report (on Whistler Bridge) indicating that no additional weight posting was required.  Neil had also received a fireworks permit application from Town resident Gerald Tjader which Neil recommended approving. 
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Clerk Peggy Tolbert had nothing to report. Treasurer Carrie Hunter had not been able to finish the bank account reconciliation and will have that for the January meeting.  She had attended the annual tax collection workshop held by the County Treasurer’s office.  Supervisor Jim Tolbert reported that he had completed the Road Construction filing with the State. Road Employee Dale Halonie reported that he had plowed town roads and private driveways; had repaired the mower, and had applied one coat of finish on the Town Hall floor.  One to two additional coats will be necessary, as well as replacement of the quarter round moulding.  Scott Gillis is working as a back up driver.  Peggy asked Dale to get Scott’s driver’s license information for workman’s compensation and Bellin Drug testing.
Matters for discussion and possible action:
Ordinance – Treasurer’s Tax Collection Bond: Jim Tolbert made a motion to pass the ordinance by which the Town assumes the responsibility for the 2007 property tax collection as required by WIS stats 70.67; Neil Ambourn seconded the motion, which carried.

Request for rezoning – Paul Anderson (F1 to RR3, Yellow River property): Paul Anderson presented the request he will be making before the County Zoning Office.  After discussion, the board noted that officially they could not comment since there is no town zoning, but that there were probably no objections.  The minimum lot size would be 5 acre if the County approves the request.  In addition, Paul asked if Dale could plow the driveway into this property on an occasional basis.  Neil agreed, asking Dale to keep track of the amount of time spent, and that Paul would be billed later at $60/hour.
Nomination of Election Inspectors: Peggy Tolbert explained the state requirement for nominating election inspectors for a two year term, beginning in January 2008.  Jim Tolbert made a motion to nominate: Laura Jensen, Violet Engrebretsen, Mary Lengsfeld, Helen Taylor and Jean Flanigan as election inspectors; Neil Ambourn seconded the motion, which carried.
Bass Lake Road relocation: no action taken

Road projects – update: in addition to discussion above, it was noted that no boom mowing had happened on Maple Road yet.  Neil said he would contact Hopkins to see if they were able to do that.
Other business: Assessor Bob Pardun said that he had been asked by a resident about grants from the Town for control of Eurasian mille foil.  Neil said there were none, but that the DNR might be able to assist a Lake Association with that.
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Jim Tolbert made a motion to pay all bills; Neil Ambourn seconded the motion which carried.
The next meeting will be Monday, January 14, 2008, at 7pm.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:05 pm.
