Chair, Neil Ambourn called the Budget Hearing to order at 7pm.  All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for the hearing; Clerk, Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted and published as required.  No town residents besides the officers were present at the Budget Hearing. Peggy Tolbert then reviewed the 2008 Town Budget. Neil Ambourn made a motion to adjourn the Budget Hearing; Supervisor Ro Endresen seconded the motion, which carried. The Budget Hearing was adjourned at 7:08pm.

Special Town Meeting

Neil Ambourn called the Special Town Meeting to approve the 2007 tax levy to order at 7:09pm.  All officers were present. Neil asked for verification of the notice of the special town meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted and published as required.  No town residents besides the officers were present.  Peggy Tolbert presented the 2008 Town Budget which reflected a town tax levy for 2007 of $207,836 (reflecting a 0% increase from 2006). Ro Endresen made a motion to give the board permission to borrow up to $20,000 in case of emergency and to approve the 2007 tax levy. Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried. Jim Tolbert made a motion to adjourn the Special Town Meeting; Ro Endresen seconded the motion, which carried.  The Special Town Meeting was adjourned at 7:10pm.
Town Board Meeting
November 12, 2007
Minutes
Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7:11pm. All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required. Ro Endresen made a motion to accept the minutes from the October meeting; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried. Road employees Dale Halonie, Scott Gillis and Donald Liljenberg were present.
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Neil Ambourn reported on miscellaneous correspondence, including the Managed Forest Law Newsletter and the latest North Ambulance Agreement with Burnett County. Neil also noted that the fall road projects that had just wrapped up and commented on resident concerns related to these projects and the heavy rains that slowed down their completion. Peggy Tolbert reported on the completion of the 2008 budget and noted that the town had received a copy of the Comprehensive Planning Grant of which the town is a participant.  She also reported that the town’s UDC inspector, Daryl Bazey was requested individual contracts with towns in order to avoid having to bid a contract with the State of WI.  More information will be forthcoming on that issue. Treasurer Carrie gave her report: deposits for the month were $21,765.27; expenses were $31706.24; bank balance is: $209,736.11.  Carrie also gave a report on the private snowplowing for the upcoming season.  Neil asked Dale to follow up personally with residents who needed to make some improvements before this service could be guaranteed.  Jim Tolbert asked Dale for an update on the refinishing of the Town Hall floor; Neil reiterated that Dale should complete this project.  Jim gave Dale the information about the finish so that he could purchase it at Johnson Lumber. Jim also reported that the renewal for the State Property Insurance Fund had been completed.  He also noted that road reports needed to be filed with the State by 12/15 and that he would be gathering the final details when final invoices for the fall road projects were received.  Jim reported on the current status of the SAP program, noting that all townships and the tribal council were in agreement and that all that remained was the completion of the legal documents by the tribal council.  Road employee Dale Halonie reported that he had helpd Hopkins Sand and Gravel on the graveling of Gaslyn Lake Road, Larrabee  Road and Tollander Road; had seeded and mulched on Fristed Road, Normans’ Landing Road, Olsen Road, Sand Lake Drive, Mattson Road, and Willie Road.  Ditching and graveling had also been completed on Shrider Road. A question about trees cut on Willie Road had been received from resident Gordon Johnson; Dale said all trees on private property were left for the property owner.  The need for grading on town roads was discussed, as was mowing on Maple Road by County Highway with their boom mower.  Dale reported that he had put the plow on the truck and that the radiator on the (grader or loader?) needed to be repaired.  He also reported that Neil had given permission to purchase a mower deck from Dennis Winslow. The town board reminded Dale that $11,000 had been budgeted in 2007 to purchase a replacement pickup truck.
Matters for discussion and possible action:
Adoption of the 2008 Town Budget: Ro Endresen made a motion to approve the 2008 Town Budget as presented.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.

Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Ro Endresen made a motion to pay all bills; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion which carried.

Matters for discussion and possible action on the town board notice and agenda for the December 10, meeting:  

1. Bass Lake Road relocation

2. Treasurer’s Tax Collection Bond

The next meeting will be Monday, December 10, 2007 (since this meeting, the December Town Board Meeting has been rescheduled for Monday, December 17). The meeting was adjourned at 8:21pm.
