Town Board Meeting
October 8, 2007
Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7:15pm, at the Webster Fire Hall (change of location was due to flooring refinishing underway at the Town Hall).  Supervisor Ro Endresen was absent.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.  Jim Tolbert made a motion to accept the minutes from September 10 Town Board Meeting.  Neil Ambourn seconded the motion, which carried.  
Report on Town Correspondence: Chair Neil Ambourn reported on various correspondences he had received, as well as numerous phone calls from residents with concerns about the road projects underway in the town, and the muddy conditions resulting from heavy rains.  Neil reported that a couple of the projects had been altered due to weather conditions.
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that she had been working on the draft of the 2008 Town Budget.  She also had heard back from Forts Folle Avoine concerning their request for school desks.  They had determined that the ones available from the former Dongola School were not of the correct vintage and therefore they could not use them.  Treasurer Carrie Hunter reported deposits of $46.31 and expenses of $6,880.09.   Supervisor Jim Tolbert reported on various floor finishes available for the Town Hall. After discussion, it was decided that Jim would contact several floor finishes for estimates.  It was also noted that the Asian beetles were still abundant and that the floor finishing should wait until they were gone. Road Employee Dale Halonie reported the jail crew workers were finished.  He also reported that the oil line on the grader had broken and the County Highway Dept had assisted with grading town roads.  Gaslyn Lake Road was scheduled to be graveled the next day.  Fristed Road would be finished by County Highway Dept soon.  Dale also reported that hay was needed for mulching the various roads that had just been reconstructed by Hopkins Sand and Gravel (Normans Landing, Matson Road, Shrider Road, Sand Lake Drive and Olsen Road).  The board gave Dale permission to purchase hay from Dennis Winslow at $2.50/bale and to rent a mulcher from Polk County or John Lawson.  
Matters for discussion and possible action:
Resolution – Comprehensive Planning Grant: The Comprehensive Planning Grant resolution was signed on September 25 by Supervisors Ro Endresen and Jim Tolbert, and Chair Neil Ambourn after it was determined that the maximum cash match required from the town was $5,000.  
Angeline Road – St. Croix Tribal Health Department: after asking to be put on the agenda to discuss lowering speed limits on Angeline Avenue, the St. Croix Tribal Health Department representatives did not attend this meeting, so no action was taken.

Preliminary budget planning: Clerk Peggy Tolbert presented a draft of the proposed 2008 Town budget, which is based on a 0% increase in the tax levy.  After discussion of road work expenses projected through the end of the year, it was decided that it additional funds remained from the 2007 road work budget line, additional payments would be made on the truck purchased in 2003. After discussion of the state budget situation, it was decided that the Public Hearing on the Budget, the Special Town Meeting to Adopt the Tax Levy, and the November Town Meeting might have to be scheduled later than usual in November (November 26).  (Since the meeting, a decision to hold these meetings on November 12 has been made).
Snowplow rates for 2008: After discussion of last year’s rates and requirements for snowplowing of private driveways, Jim Tolbert made a motion to keep the rates and requirements for 2008 the same as 2007.  Neil Ambourn seconded the motion, which carried.  Peggy Tolbert will publish the snowplow notice in the Advertiser, and post it on the website.  Neil asked Dale to inspect each driveway for compliance before agreeing to plow residents’ driveways.
TRIP project: October 25 is the deadline for submission of proposals to County Highway Dept.  Chair Neil Ambourn will put together a project for 2” paving of Olsen Road for approximately $41,600.
Road projects – update: see above road report
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Jim Tolbert made a motion to pay all bills; Neil Ambourn seconded the motion which carried.
The next meeting will be Monday, November 12, 2007, immediately following the Public Hearing on the Budget, and the Special Town Meeting toAdopt the Tax Levy, beginning at 7pm.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:30 pm.
