Town Board Meeting
September 10, 2007
Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7:00pm.  All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.  Neil Ambourn made a motion to accept the minutes from August 13 Town Board Meeting.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.  
Report on Town Correspondence: Chair Neil Ambourn reported that he had received information from the Burnett County Highway Department on submitting proposals for the upcoming TRIP program.  Neil also updated the Board on issues with the Viola Lake landing and the existing culvert.  The Board briefly discussed the letter that all Board members had received concerning speed limits on Angeline Blvd.  Jim Tolbert said that he would be following up with Duane Emery.
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that she would be attending a required State Elections Board training in October.  Reports from the Uniform Dwelling Code inspector were shared.  Peggy also received a request from Forts Folle Avoine for school desks of an appropriate era for their one room school house.  The Board agreed that the two desks currently stored in the Town Hall basement could be offered to them. Treasurer Carrie Hunter reported deposits of $86,312.29 and expenses of $108,172.10.   Supervisor Jim Tolbert reported that issues with the SAP program that had been raised by the Town of LaFollette were being addressed and that a final document would be ready soon for presentation to the new Tribal Council.  Jim confirmed that the Board gave him permission to sign for them once the final document was ready. Jim reported that the doors for the town shop were scheduled for installation the following week. Road Employee Dale Halonie reported that he had graded all town roads, and had started right of way clearance on Normans Landing Road.  
Matters for discussion and possible action:
Clerk and Treasurer Bonds:  Bonds for both positions have been secured. 
Resolution – Comprehensive Planning Grant: after discussion of about the financial requirements of participating in this grant, it was decided that Peggy Tolbert would contact UW Extension agent Mike Kornman for clarification.  If the maximum cash match is $5,000, the Board will sign the resolution prior to the October 1 deadline..
Memo of Understanding – County Clerk/Statewide Voter Registration System: After discussion, Ro Endresen made motion to sign the MOU with the County Clerk’s office.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which passed.
Road Tour – PASR ratings: Tour was scheduled for 8am, Tuesday, September 25
Road projects – update: Neil told the Board that he had asked Hopkins Sand and Gravel for proposals on several town roads: Olson Road, Sand Lake Drive, Matson Road, Normans Landing Road, and Shrider Road. Work had begun on several of these.  Possible TRIP Projects were also discussed: Paving Olson Road and Sand Lake Drive.  Following the PASR rating tour, these projects could be discussed in greater detail.  The Board gave Dale the go ahead to begin shopping for a pickup truck for about $10,000.
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Ro Endresen made a motion to pay all bills; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion which carried.
The next meeting will be Monday, October 8, 2007 at 7pm.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:51 pm.
