Town Board Meeting
August 13, 2007
Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7:00pm.  All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.  Neil Ambourn made a motion to accept the minutes from the July 9 Town Board Meeting.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.  Town resident present for the meeting: Ed Weber.  Also present was Bob Pardun.
Report on Town Correspondence: Chair Neil Ambourn reported that he had received notice of various educational workshops & opportunities.  He also received an update from Burnett County Administrator, Candace Fitzgerald concerning the upcoming renewal of the North Memorial Ambulance contract; for the purposes of the contract, the population of the Town of Sand Lake is estimated at 574.  
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that she had attended the UW Extension Comprehensive Planning workshop that featured the public participation requirements.  She also had completed the quarterly payroll reports.  An estimate of the Town of Sand Lake population (571) had been received from the Department of Administration. Treasurer Carrie Hunter reported deposits of $113,905.62 and expenses of $6,100.07.  A check from Hunter’s Inn had been returned due to NSF.  Peggy Tolbert will contact Carol Mulroy for payment.  Supervisor Jim Tolbert reported that future of the SAP program was in question due to new objections and questions raised by a board member from the Town of LaFollette. Jim reported that he had ordered the doors for the town shop.  He also reported that with the change in Tribal Council, Duane Emery would be the contact concerning the  possible transfer of Angeline Road from the Town of Sand Lake to the St. Croix Tribe. Road Employee Dale Halonie reported that he had patched town roads, replaced signs, and brushed around signs.  With the assistance of the Restorative Justice workers the installation of Nancy Knutsen’s fence posts had been completed; final paint coat on the Town Hall had been started; and the installation of the culvert on Olsen Road had been completed. 
Matters for discussion and possible action:

Resolution – Comprehensive Planning Grant: after discussion of possible changes in language coming from the County Zoning Office, this issue was tabled until September.
Assessor’s contract: Neil Ambourn had spoken with two towns currently contracting with Bob Pardun and had received favorable reviews of his work.  Ro Endresen made motion to sign a 2 year contract ($7,500/year) with Bob Pardun; JimTolbert seconded the motion.  Neil Ambourn amended the motion to be a 3 year contract in order to lock in the same rate.  The motion passed. A 3 year contract was signed with Bob Pardun.  
Road Tour – PASR ratings: no action was taken; issue will be placed on the September agenda.

Road projects – update: The deficient rating reported in the local newspaper for Emerson Bridge was discussed and is believed to be incorrect; Neil Ambourn will follow up with Burnett County Highway Department. The possibility of hiring Hopkins Sand & Gravel to work on Olsen Road and Madsen Road – installing geofabric and graveling – was discussed.  Also discussed was the dirt portion of Norman’s Landing Road; it was noted that right of way clearance was necessary before any work could be done.  Major mowing of roads was discussed and the feasibility of hiring or renting a boom mower – Neil Ambourn will follow up.  Dale Halonie reported that County Highway was ready to work again on Fristed Road.  Ed Weber was present to discuss relocation of Bass Lake Road.  After discussion is was noted that a public meeting should be scheduled in the fall and that town residents potentially affected by the work would have to be notified by registered mail.  Neil confirmed Ed Weber’s willingness to share the costs of this project.
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Ro Endresen made a motion to pay all bills; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion which carried.
Closed Session: Neil Ambourn made a motion to go into closed session.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion.  Motion passed by roll call vote: Neil Ambourn, Jim Tolbert, Ro Endresen voting in the affirmative.  Ro Endresen made a motion to adjourn the closed session and return to open session.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.
The next meeting will be Monday, September 10, 2007 at 7pm.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:45 pm.
