Town Board Meeting
July 9, 2007
Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7:00pm.  All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.  Jim Tolbert made a motion to accept the minutes from the June 11 Town Board Meeting with one correction: the Town of LaFollette, not the Town of Dewey, had expressed concerns about capping the SAP program participation.  Ro Endresen seconded the motion, which carried.  Town resident present for the meeting was: Mary Lengsfeld.
Report on Town Correspondence: Chair Neil Ambourn reported that he had received notifications from Polk Burnett concerning the work that they are doing in the town.  Neil also reported on a request from the WI Towns Association about contacting our legislators concerning various pending legislation; a letter from the Census Bureau related to the way that the census will be conducted on tribal lands; and a letter from the Department of Transportation regarding subcontractors.
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that she had been thank you letters from some of the agencies and groups that had received donations from the Town: Community Referral; Webster Senior Center; the Burnett County Humane Society and Regional Hospice.  Peggy also reported on notification from the County Land Information Office about an increase to property owners of the fire sign fee.  The Town’s portion will remain the same, but the County will retain a greater portion.  Treasurer Carrie Hunter reported deposits of $30,249 and expenses of $13,898.18. Supervisor Jim Tolbert reported that workers from the Restorative Justice program would probably be available in July or August.  Possible jobs include finishing painting of the Town Hall (Dale will look into scaffolding), and work along Olson Road. Jim also reported that the renewal process for the State Fund Insurance coverage was going to be electronic and that he had initiated that process.   Jim also reported that now the Town of Dewey has objections to the SAP program. Road Employee Dale Halonie reported that he had been on vacation for one week; the other week he had mowed and dealt with equipment needing repair. Neil noted that grading needed to be done and that mowing and brushing were needed along Viola Lake Road and at the intersection of Compeau Road and State Road 70.
Matters for discussion and possible action:

Health Insurance – Road Employee: The current health insurance coverage for Dale was discussed, as well as the possibility of switching to a Medicare Supplement Policy. After discussion, it was decided that Dale will contact insurance agent Jim Heim and provide the necessary information to get quotes on the Medicare Supplemental policy as well as an individual health policy for Marlene.  No action will be taken until it is known what the various costs and savings might be.  It was also noted that benefits such as health insurance should be reviewed each year at budget time.

Assessor’s contract: Current town assessor Clif Pardun is retiring and therefore will not be submitting a contract for next year.  Clif and his son Bob Pardun were present to discuss the possibility and benefits of the town contracting with Bob.  After discussion, Neil Ambourn made a motion to hire Bob Pardun as town assessor for two years of maintenance at $7,500 each year, based on positive comments from other towns that Bob has worked for (West Marshland, Union, and Town of Grantsburg). Ro Endresen seconded the motion, which carried. Contract will be signed at the August Town Meeting.

Town Shop Garage Doors: Jim Tolbert reviewed the 2 bids he had received from Johnson Lumber and Lake Country Door to replace and/or repair the Town Shop doors and tracks (attached).  After discussion Ro Endresen made a motion to accept the bid from Lake County Door to replace install both doors, needed tracks, parts and openers.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.  Jim will confirm that the Lake Country Door bid includes removal and disposal of the old doors and parts.
Bond for Treasurer and Clerk: Peggy Tolbert reported that applications for clerk and treasurer’s bonds were still in process, thus no action was taken.
Road projects – update: Review of projects included graveling along Gaslyn Lake Road.  It was noted that work on Fristed Road was delayed due to the need to reapply for permits.  Discussion of touring roads for the annual PASR ratings was discussed; all Board members plan on touring; a date will be set at the August meeting.
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Ro Endresen made a motion to pay all bills; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion which carried.
The next meeting will be Monday, August 13, 2007 at 7pm.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:35 pm.
