Town Board Meeting
June 11, 2007
Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7:04pm.  All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.  Ro Endresen made a motion to accept the minutes from the April 10 Town Board Meeting as written.  Neil Ambourn seconded the motion, which carried.  Town residents present for the meeting were: Nancy Knutson, Paul Anderson, and Marlene Halonie.
Report on Town Correspondence: Chair Neil Ambourn reported that he had spoken with Burnett County Highway department about bridge inspections. Inspections have been scheduled and future work will take the new restrictions in mind.  Neil also reported that the storm water permit needed for work on Fristed Road had been applied for and that a fireworks permit had been issued to Mallard Lake Family Resort. Neil noted that Paul Andersen was in attendance and gave him an opportunity to speak.  Mr. Anderson requested an easement in order to change the location of his driveway.  The request is due to a situation resulting from a conflict with a neighbor.  Neil said that Town had no statutory stand and thus could not provide any assistance with this personal matter.
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that she had been working on preparation for Board of Review, securing bonds for the clerk and treasurer, and processing liquor license renewal applications.  Treasurer Carrie Hunter reported deposits of $5,887.75. Supervisor Jim Tolbert reported that 2 or 3 jail workers would be available next week through the Restorative Justice Program.  After discussion it was decided to pass on this opportunity but request 2 or 3 workers later in the summer (possibly 3 weeks in August) when Dale could better supervise them.  Possible projects would include the washed out riprap on Olson Road, finishing painting the Town Hall, and finishing installing fence posts for Nancy Knutson. Nancy attended the meeting to inquire when this work was going to be completed and noted that due to the drier conditions it might be possible to get into the swamp areas where the fence posts were still needed.  Road Employee Dale Halonie reported that County Highway had begun work on Fristed Road and that he would be putting up Road Closed signs. Beyond that, he had been doing general maintenance work and had cleaned up several trees downed during storms.  Dale also said that he was taking vacation the last week of June. 
Matters for discussion and possible action:

Town Shop Garage Doors: Jim Tolbert reviewed the 3 bids he had received from Glass & Mirror Works, Johnson Lumber, and Lake Country Door to replace and/or repair the Town Shop doors and tracks.  After discussion Ro Endresen made a motion to get quotes from all 3 vendors for replacing the lower portions of the door and replacement rails for the unheated side of the shop and an insulated door and opener for the heated side of the shop.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion which carried.
Bond for Treasurer and Clerk: Peggy Tolbert reported that applications for clerk and treasurer’s bonds were still in process, thus no action was taken.
Road projects – update: Review of projects included: graveling on Gaslyn and Fristed Roads; chip sealing throughout the town, and mowing.  The board discussed renting a boom mower from County Highway or Webb Lake; Neil said that he would look into rental.
St. Croix Hertel Service Award Program: Supervisor Jim Tolbert reported that due to concerns expressed by the Town of Dewey, the Service Award Program document had to be revised, capping participation to 15 individuals.  Neil authorized Jim to sign for the Town of Sand Lake once the final document was ready.
Restorative Justice work crew: see above in Road Employee report.

Liquor License renewals: Peggy Tolbert reported that the notices indicating that Mallard Lake Family Resort and Hunter’s Inn were applying for renewal licenses had been published and that no objections received.  Jim Tolbert made a motion to approve the renewal applications.  Ro Endresen seconded the motion which carried.  Once payment of license fees has been received by Treasurer Carrie Hunter, Clerk Peggy Tolbert will issue license.  It was noted that both applicants were required to submit copies of their current Sales Tax license along with their license fees.
Refunds – property tax reductions: After discussion of the two property owners whose assessments were lowered by the Department of Equalization, it was decided that the process as outlined by the state would be followed, i.e, after payment of the original tax amount had been received by the County Treasurer, a refund would be issued by the Town for the overpayment.  
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Ro Endresen made a motion to pay all bills; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion which carried.

Agenda items for the next meeting: Neil asked Peggy Tolbert to place the assessor’s contract on the July meeting agenda, noting that Cliff Pardun’s contract for this year has been completed with the adjournment of the Board of Review earlier this evening.  
The next meeting will be Monday, July 9, 2007 at 7pm.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:25 pm.
