Town Board Meeting
May 14, 2007
Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7pm.  All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.  Ro Endresen made a motion to accept the minutes from the April 10 Town Board Meeting as written.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.  Town residents present for the meeting were: Barbara and Gordon Johnson, Marlene Halonie, and Dan Hunter.
Report on Town Correspondence: Chair Neil Ambourn reported on the Burnett County Towns Association meeting: the Restorative Justice program made a presentation; Bergman Paving Co. discussed some new paving techniques and products, including a poly fiber mat used for patching; Larry Main gave an update on the County government and noted that towns needing financial help with beaver control should contact the County.  Neil also inquired of some of the other Town officers present at the meeting about bonding; most townships have bonds for their treasurer and clerk.  County Highway department had contacted Neil about several issues: their services now include chip sealing and poly fiber mat filling; they made a recommendation that all towns conform to the same weight restrictions to avoid possible conflicts as vehicles pass from one town to another; they made recommendations about logging weight restrictions on specific bridges (Whistler Bridge is the only one in the Town of Sand Lake to be noted specifically). Neil had received a letter from the County Sheriff’s Department regarding changes in fireworks permit process and permit language; this is an agenda item and will be taken up below. A number of Extension mailings had been received as well as an official letter with the town’s ranking on the comprehensive planning grant (17th; 12 were awarded).
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that the renewal applications for the Town’s two liquor licenses had been sent out to Hunter’s Inn and Mallard Lake Family Resort.  A letter had been received from David Berg canceling the lease with the Town for the boat landing on Austin Lake; the Austin Lake Association will be taking over the maintenance and improvement of the landing.  Peggy reported that she had learned that the Town’s Equipment fund could be switched to a higher earning type Money Market fund and suggested that Treasurer Carrie Hunter follow up on that information with Bremer Bank.  Other correspondence received included the Wisconsin Towns Association membership cards for each officer; a Thank You from Regional Hospice for the annual donation; and invoices related to the assessment appeals.  Peggy also reminded the Board of Open Book on May 19 from 9-11am and that one Board member needed to take the training prior to the Board of Review on June 11.  Ro Endresen said he would take the training; Peggy will get information to him.  Treasurer Carrie Hunter reported deposits of $20,455 and expenses of $18,448.06. Supervisors Ro Endresen and Jim Tolbert reported that they had received phone calls from resident, Gary Pavlicek regarding a speed limit sign (10mph) that had been illegally placed on Sand Lake Drive.  Road Employee Dale Halonie reported that he had done some maintenance to the town pickup. Dale reported that some right of way clearing had been done with the worker provided by Restorative Justice program.  This year, the town will have to pickup and return these workers to the jail.  It was noted that having a crew rather than one worker would work out better.  Neil noted that County Highway will be graveling Gaslyn Lake Road and that he was going to talk with them about Fristed Road.  There was discussion about the DNR wetlands permit and the Bass Lake Road project, but no action was taken.
Matters for discussion and possible action:

Town Shop Garage Doors: 3 of 4 bids had been received.  It was decided that the board would meet at the Town Shop on May 21 at 4:30pm to look at the doors; action will be tabled until the next meeting.
Bond for Treasurer and Clerk: Peggy Tolbert reported that a representative from Bremer Bank had taken information and would be seeking bids for bonds for the clerk and treasurer, but that these had not been received yet.  The issue will be tabled till next month, but the board also indicated that if the cost was around $100 to proceed with the bonding application.
Fireworks permit policy update: As noted earlier, the County Sheriff’s department has made new recommendations for fireworks permits.  Neil asked Jim Tolbert to post the permit application on the town website.  Neil noted that Mallard Lake Family Resort was the only applicant in the town; a copy of the Sheriff’s letter will be distributed to the Board and to Gordon Johnson.

Town Hall use policy: In order to avoid possible conflicts, town residents or groups wishing to use the Town Hall for meetings or other events must submit a written request to the Board.  The date and time of the event should be included as well as contact information for the responsible party.  There was discussion about security deposits and liability issues, but the Board decided to not require a deposit or insurance.  It was noted that the Town Hall outhouse is available for use; rental of a port-a-potty would be the responsible of the individual or groups using the Town Hall.  Carrie Hunter will maintain the schedule.

Road projects – update, new products: this topic was covered above in the Chairman’s report and the Road Employee’s report.
St. Croix Hertel Service Award Program: Supervisor Jim Tolbert presented the final draft of the Service Award Program and reviewed the details of the program for the Board.  After discussion, Ro Endresen made a motion to sign Tribal Resolutions 5-7-07-01 and 5-7-07-02. Neil Ambourn seconded the motion, which carried.  The Towns of LaFollette, Dewey and Sand Lake as well as the St. Croix Chippewa Indians of Wisconsin are partners in this program.
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Jim Tolbert made a motion to pay all bills; Ro Endresen seconded the motion which carried.

The next meeting will be Monday, June 11, 2007 at 7pm.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:15 pm.
