Town Board Meeting
April 10, 2007
Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 8:33pm immediately following the Annul Meeting.  All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.  Neil Ambourn made a motion to accept the minutes from the March 12 Town Board Meeting as written.  Ro Endresen seconded the motion, which carried.  Oaths of offices were administered to the new town board: Chair – Neil Ambourn; Supervisor – Carsten “Ro” Endresen; Supervisor – Jim Tolbert; Clerk – Peggy Tolbert; Treasurer – Carrie Hunter. Chair Neil Ambourn thanked outgoing Treasurer Marlene Halonie for 10 years of service.
Report on Town Correspondence: Chair Neil Ambourn received a request from the DOT for comments on the airfield proposed by Don Button.  Ro Endresen noted that this request had passed the County Zoning Committee.
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that the Spring Election had gone well and that 60% of voters had used the voting machine.  Peggy will be preparing the quarterly payroll reports that are due at the end of April. Treasurer Carrie Hunter reported a bank balance of $119,894.98. Supervisor Ro Endresen reported on Comprehensive Planning grant request that was denied.  Burnett County ranked 17 out of 12 grants that were awarded. Supervisor Jim Tolbert reported on the LOSA (Length of Service Award program) that he has been working on for the St.Croix Hertel Volunteer Fire Department –it is almost completed and will soon be needing approvals from the participating townships. Jim also had the Web Trends report for the previous year.  Jim also reported that he had learned that there are funds available through the Indian Road Program which could be used for Angeline Road, if that road is in the program inventory.  He will keep the board up to date on this issue. Road Employee Dale Halonie reported that he will be able to return to work on April 23.  Jim Tolbert suggested that he and Dale schedule a road tour soon.  Dale asked about replacing the town pickup; relief driver Duane Otis had suggestions about the town’s needs.  Neil asked Dale about his long range employment plans.  Dale said he’d like to work 3-4 more years.
Matters for discussion and possible action:

Set dates for Open Book and Board of Review: Clif Pardun was present and after discussion Open Book was scheduled for Saturday, May 19 (9am- 11am); and Board of Review was scheduled for Monday, June 11 (5-7pm)
Right of Way Clearing Policy: After discussion is was agreed that the policy of sending out letters to property owners in the fall where right of way clearing was to be done was sufficient and would be followed. 
Town Shop Garage Doors: Dale Halonie and Duane Otis discussed the issues with the current doors and the requirements of new doors.  Jim Tolbert had already received a quote from Glass and Mirror Works and would be contacting a few other possible vendors.  No action was taken.
Bond for Treasurer and Clerk: After discussion of the WI Towns Association newsletter article and the information received from Rural Insurance, it was decided to defer action on this issue until more information was available..
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Ro Endresen made a motion to pay all bills; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion which carried.

The next meeting will be Monday, May 14, 2007 at 7pm.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:33 pm.
