Town Board Meeting
February 12, 2007
Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7pm.  All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.  Ro Endresen made a motion to accept the minutes from the January 8 Town Board Meeting as written.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried

Report on Town Correspondence: Chair Neil Ambourn had received miscellaneous correspondence as follows: solicitation from a web page designer, notification of a WISLR workshop; the bridge inspection report done by Burnett County Highway department (passed on to Dale Halonie for follow up); various road maintenance and safe roads workshops; notification that the town’s storm water permit completion reports had been received; and information concerning the upcoming US census.  Neil reported that the TRIPP funds still had not been received; Jim Tolbert will check into the status of this check. Neil had attended the Burnett County Towns Association meeting; the agenda included a presentation on the new cheeses being produced at Burnett Dairy; an introduction to Representative Ann Hraychuk, and further discussion about dogs.  Neil also informed the board about a zoning change request that would be heard by the Burnett County Zoning Office in the next few weeks. Don Button is requesting a variance to build a private airstrip on his property.  Neil also received information from the FAA that a neighbor, Gary Pavlicek has also applied for a permit to build an airstrip. Neil has been asked to comment on these requests. Ro Endresen is on the airport committee and will also be commenting.  Neil asked if any further information about the two assessment appeals had been received; Clif Pardun was present to discuss the issue as well.  No further word had been received and following discussion it was agreed that the assessor should continue his work this year without alteration of his method.
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported on the results of the January Caucus for candidates for Town Board offices: Chairperson: Neil Ambourn; Two Supervisor positions: Carsten “Ro” Endresen, Jim Tolbert, and Dennis Winslow; Clerk: Peggy Tolbert; Treasurer: Carrie Hunter.  Peggy reported that she will be working on the Form CT in the coming month and also noted that the town had received reimbursement from the State Elections Board for the purchase of the voting machine. Treasurer Marlene Halonie reported the deposits for the month were $326,429.11 and expenses were $67,727.21. Supervisor Jim Tolbert briefed the Board on a dog complaint and its handling by the Burnett County Sheriff’s department.
Matters for discussion and possible action:

Primary Election: Peggy Tolbert reminded the Board that a Primary Election would be held on Tuesday, February 20.  Jim Tolbert had contacted Benton Septic and requested a port-a-potty be delivered by that date (as well as for the Spring Election).  Following discussion about setting up the accessible parking equipment, it was decided that if Duane was not available, Jim Tolbert would do it. Public test of the voting machine had taken place without trouble earlier in the evening.

Spring Election: Peggy Tolbert reminded the Board that the Spring Election is on April 3.  In addition to election of Town Board Officers there will be School Board elections for Webster and Siren Schools.
Road Employee update: Dale Halonie reported that he was scheduled for back surgery on March 6 or 8 and would have about a month of rehabilitation.  He hoped to return to work in April.  Relief driver, Duane Otis had sanded and plowed out the schoolhouse.
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Jim Tolbert made a motion to pay all bills; Ro Endresen seconded the motion which carried.

The next meeting will be Monday, March 12, 2007.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:41pm.
