Town Board Meeting
January 8, 2007
Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7pm.  All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.  Ro Endresen made a motion to accept the minutes from the December Town Board Meeting as written.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried

Report on Town Correspondence: Chair Neil Ambourn had received notification that the storm water permits pending needed to be closed out. He also received a notice about the Transportation Aids for 2007, noting that the town was receiving the maximum amount because of all of the road work that had been done in the past year.  A notice was also received from Polk Burnett about power poles that will be moved due to electrical work being done in the township.
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that she had been working on the annual payroll reports that are due at the end of January and would be sending out W2 forms within the week to all town employees and officers.  She also reminded the Board about the Town Caucus scheduled for Tuesday, January 20. Treasurer Marlene Halonie reported the deposits for the month were $16.42 and expenses were $5,808.66. There were no supervisors’ reports for the month. Relief Road Employee Duane Otis reported that he had sanded 3 times but that overall it had been a quiet winter.
Matters for discussion and possible action:

Road Employee update: Dale Halonie reported that he was scheduled for a checkup after his heart surgery this coming Wednesday; his back surgery has yet to be scheduled. In a follow up to the 2007 town budget, Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that County Highway Department employees will receive a 2% increase in January and an additional 1% increase in July.  Ro Endresen made a motion to follow the pay increase schedule of County Highway for Dale. Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.

Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Ro Endresen made a motion to pay all bills; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion which carried.

Gordon and Barbara Johnson were present at the meeting and inquired whether the town required any notification of septic and water upgrades that they are planning for Mallard Lake Family Resort this spring.  Neil Ambourn reported that there were no requirements from the town.
The next meeting will be Monday, February 12, 2007.  The meeting was adjourned at 7:46pm.
