Town Board Meeting

Monday, February 11, 2013
Minutes 
Chair Don Taylor called the February 11, 2013 meeting of the Board of the Town of Sand Lake to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Others in attendance were: Dale Halonie, Don Button, Jim Taylor and Deb Scully. Don Taylor confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of January 14, 2013 Town Board meetings was made by Dan Scully, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. Public comments were reserved for later in the meeting. 
Chair’s report: Don Taylor reported on the Webster Fire Association meeting, transportation aids for 2013. Burnett County Highway Commissioner Robert Morehouse is still waiting for information on doing borings related to the culvert on Sand Lake Drive.
Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported there will be a non-partisan primary election on Tuesday, February 19, 2013 and updated the town board on the non-compliance of the St. Croix Hertel Fire Department which may affect payment of fire dues to the Town of Sand Lake in 2013. Starwire Internet determined there was not enough signal to install internet service at the town hall; Peggy will be exploring other options. The chimney is leaking despite the repair in 2012. Dale Halonie said he would have John Lawson look at the repair he did last summer.
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Connor Johnson reported the checking account balance as of January 31, 2013, was $607,497.74  and the equipment account balance was $116,394.26.  Property tax collection is finished; $534,295.65  was  collected in January. 32 dog licenses have been issued thus far.
Supervisors’ reports: Dan Scully reported on the January 24, 2013 Towns Association meeting.
Plan Commission Report: No report given.
Ambulance Committee Report: A meeting is scheduled for February 26, 2013, at the Burnett County Government Center at 7:00 p.m. to discuss how to apportion the ambulance contract subsidy beginning with the new contract to begin in 2014.
Road report: Dale Halonie reported on activities for the month and equipment repairs needed. Monroe Truck Company submitted a bid for a salt brine system for $2,943.00. Dan Taylor said that Burnett County may also submit a bid. Discussion ensued on waiting on making a decision on the purchase of a salt brine system until next season. Dale Halonie also reported Beecroft well drillers estimated it would cost $2,950.00 for well casings and $3,000.00 to get water to the town shop. Peggy Tolbert will check with county zoning about the need for a sanitary permit.
· Tractor bid opening: Seven bids were received: Josh Peters, $1,555.00; Glenn Meier, $3,608.00; Shannon Swanson, $3,750.00; Mark Unnasch, $3,107.00; Bryan Tyson, $1,002.00; Gerold Bistram, $3,500.00; Duane Glienke, $3,800.00. Motion to accept the high bid from Duane Glienke or the next highest bid should the high bidder refuse the tractor was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. 
· Road project updates: Jim Taylor reported that the St. Croix Tribe has signed a resolution that would provide funding up to $50,000.00 or 50% of total cost of installing a box culvert in in-kind services. Mr. Taylor spoke very strongly about submitting a new TRANS 207 application designating the Bureau of Indian Affairs contractor as the project contractor before election of new town officials in April. 
Pay Bills: Following review of bills, motion to approve payment of all bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote.
