Town Board Meeting

Monday, March 11, 2013
Minutes 
Chair Don Taylor called the March 11, 2013 meeting of the Board of the Town of Sand Lake to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Others in attendance were Don Button, Jim Taylor, Gary Pavlicek and Joe Pavlicek. Don Taylor confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Dan Scully, seconded by Supervisor Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of February 11, 2013 Town Board meetings was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. Public comments were reserved for later in the meeting. 
Chair’s report: Don Taylor reported he issued several weight restriction exemptions.
Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported on the February 19 Primary election and the upcoming April 2 Spring Election. Starwire Tecnhnologies   were unable to get a strong enough signal to install an internet connection at the town hall. Other options are being explored. A sanitary permit would be required to install an eyewash and hand wash sink at the town shop.
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Connor Johnson reported the checking account balance as of February 28, 2013, was $211,156.76 and the equipment account balance was $116,396.72.  100% of personal property taxes have been collected.
Supervisors’ reports:  No report given.
Plan Commission Report: No report given.
Ambulance Committee Report: 
1. Discussion and approval of new municipal subsidy formula. The two options were discussed – continuation of the population based formula and phase in of a 50% population/50% number of parcels formula. The Town of Sand Lake’s subsidy will not be greatly affected by the change to the phase in model. Motion to approve the phase in formula was made by Dan Scully, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote.
Road report: Don Taylor reported road employee Dale Halonie had spent most of his time snowplowing. 
· Road project updates: Don Taylor reported Twin Ports Testing will conduct borings on the Sand Lake Drive culvert site. Approximate cost will be $2,200.00. Jim Taylor and Gary Pavlicek made public comments concerning the proposed culvert. Don Taylor reiterated the board has decided to pursue the box culvert and that the St. Croix Tribe has committed to help pay 50% of the cost, up to $50,000.00. The DNR has informed Don Taylor the permit can be issued under the TRANS 207 permit process.  Joe Pavlicek noted the roadbed is collapsing and needs more than temporary patching. The board noted once a decision about the culvert is made, the work can be done relatively quickly.
Agreement to Create and Operate a Joint Municipal Fire Protection District: The agreement was reviewed and spelling errors throughout the document noted. Peggy Tolbert asked for an addition to the agreement which would require compliance to the fire dues process. Motion to add article 4, section seven stating “All fire departments shall comply with all state reporting requirements” be added was made by Chair Taylor, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. Peggy Tolbert will work with the Webster Fire Chief and bring the updated document back to the board for approval.
Pay Bills: Following review of bills, motion to approve payment of all bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. Motion carried, voice vote. 
Next meeting date: Tuesday, April 16, 2013, immediately following the Annual Town Meeting.
Adjournment: Motion to adjourn was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Dan Scully. The meeting adjourned at 7:25 p.m.
