Town Board Meeting
December 11, 2006
Minutes
Supervisor, Jim Tolbert called the Town Meeting to order at 7:00pm. Chair, Neil Ambourn was absent, all other officers were present.  Jim asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required. Ro Endresen made a motion to accept the minutes from the November meetings (public hearing on the budget, the special town meeting, and regular town board meeting). Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.
Reports from Town Officers and employees:  Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that 2 assessment appeals had been filed with the State DOR and that the hearings are scheduled for December 18 in Eau Claire (Assessor Clif Pardun was present at the meeting to discuss the hearings; Jim Tolbert will also be attending as an observer). Treasurer Marlene Halonie gave her report: deposits for the month were $110,015.09 and expenses were $25,531.99. There were no supervisor reports.  Road employee Dale Halonie reported that he was scheduled for back surgery and would be out 6 weeks.  Duane Otis will be hired as a relief worker, and agreed to work for $15/hour, without any benefits.  He will work as needed on snowplowing, sanding and tree cutting. Dale will be monitoring his work.  Dale also reported that 15,000 yards of gravel had been crushed; 5,000 of that replaced gravel borrowed from the County Highway Department; the remaining 10,000 will be stockpiled.  
Matters for discussion and possible action:
Appoint Deputy Treasurer: Following discussion Ro Endresen made a motion to appoint Carrie Hunter as Deputy Treasurer.  Mary Lengsfeld seconded the motion, which carried.  The Deputy Treasurer will perform all duties ascribed to the Treasurer, but the Treasurer will remain ultimately responsible, so no additional bonding is necessary beyond that already in place.  Peggy Tolbert delivered the oath of office. Marlene will be responsible for compensating Carrie for her work.

Appoint Chief Election Inspectors and Poll Workers: Following discussion of the current statutes on Chief Election Inspectors and Poll Workers terms of office, Ro Endresen made a motion to appoint Violet Engebretson, Laura Jensen, and Mary Lengsfeld as Chief Election Inspectors for the term January 1, 2007 – December 31, 2009 and to appoint Jean Flanigan and Helen Taylor (as well as the 3 Chief Inspectors) as Poll Workers for the term January 1, 2007 through December 31, 2007.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.
Schedule January Caucus: After discussion of the statutes regarding the upcoming caucus, the caucus was scheduled for Tuesday, January 30, 2007 at 7pm
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Ro Endresen made a motion to pay all bills; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion which carried.

The next meeting will be Monday, January 8, 2007. The meeting was adjourned at 7:41pm.
