Neil asked for verification of the notice for the hearing; Clerk, Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted and published as required.  Peggy Tolbert then reviewed the 2007 Town Budget for town residents.  There were no questions or comments except from visitor, Loree Quinn who asked about the process for receiving a donation for the Burnett County Humane Society.  She was encouraged to send a letter with her request prior to the 2007 Annual Meeting.  Supervisor Ro Endresen made a motion to adjourn the Budget Hearing; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried. The Budget Hearing was adjourned at 7:15pm.

Special Town Meeting

Chair, Neil Ambourn called the Special Town Meeting to approve the 2006 tax levy to order at 7:15pm.  All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice of the special town meeting; Clerk, Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted and published as required.  Peggy Tolbert presented the 2007 Town Budget which reflected a town tax levy for 2006 of $207,836 (reflecting a 2% levy increase, the maximum allowable). Dale Halonie made a motion to approve the 2006 tax levy; Gordon Johnson seconded the motion, which carried. Jim Tolbert made a motion to adjourn the Special Town Meeting; Ro Endresen seconded the motion, which carried.  The Special Town Meeting was adjourned at 7:16pm.
Town Board Meeting
November 13, 2006
Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7:17pm. All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required. Ro Endresen made a motion to accept the minutes from the October meeting; Neil Ambourn seconded the motion, which carried.
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Chair Neil Ambourn reported that the Burnett County Comprehensive Planning grant application had been submitted.  He also reported that a tire had been stolen from the Viola Lake dock and that the DNR said that the repair was the responsibility of the town. Neil also shared the notice of the St. Croix Hertel Fire Department Christmas Party on December 13. Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported on the Board of Review (four objections had been heard) and gave an update on the November General Election and the problem that arose with the electronic voting machine and why it was not in use that day. Treasurer Marlene Halonie gave her report: deposits for the month were $20,459.23. There was discussion about the tax collection software that is in use in some townships. Supervisor Jim Tolbert reported that he had edited the town website so that the address of the Town Hall was more prominent.  Road employee Dale Halonie reported that he had prepared the Town Hall for the election; verified the road sign spellings for the Land Information office; put up fire signs; prepared the trucks for winter and graveled with Burnett County Hwy Department. Neil said that County Hwy should compact the gravel and that Dale should grade. Dale had located a 2004 Chevrolet 4 wheel drive pickup for the Board to inspect for possible purchase. Ro Endresen made a motion to approve purchase of this pickup up to $12,000; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.
Matters for discussion and possible action:
Adoption of the 2007 Town Budget: Jim Tolbert made a motion to approve the 2007 Town Budget as presented.  Ro Endresen seconded the motion, which carried.

Treasurer’s Bond: Jim Tolbert made a motion to pass a resolution to not bond the Treasurer for this tax collection season.  Ro Endresen seconded the motion, which carried.

Ambulance Contract (2007 renewal): Since this item had already been passed previously no action was taken.  Peggy Tolbert will confirm that the County has received a copy of the resolution previously passed.

Dog Listing procedure: Jim Tolbert has been reviewing the County’s procedures and trying to determine which townships are currently following that procedure accurately.  The issue was tabled without further discussion.
Assessor Contract: Assessor Cliff Pardun presented his contract for 2007 which will be a maintenance year; contract amount is $7,500.  Ro Endresen made a motion to renew the assessor’s conract for 2007; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.  Discussion about the assessment appeals process followed since one property owner had filed an appeal with the WI DOR.  Jim Tolbert made a motion to encourage Cliff to attend the appeal hearings in Eau Claire and that a town board member should also attend.  Ro Endresen seconded the motion.  Neil Ambourn stated he would support the motion for Cliff to attend, but not the board member.  The motion carried.
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Ro Endresen made a motion to pay all bills; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion which carried.

The next meeting will be Monday, December 11, 2006. The meeting was adjourned at 9:15pm.
