Town Board Meeting
October 23, 2006
Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7:00pm. All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required. Ro Endresen made a motion to accept the minutes from the September meeting with the following addition: “Neil asked Dale to move the fire sign for Don Button and to path loose asphalt on the corner of Dongola Road.” Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Chair Neil Ambourn reported that he had had a few calls about Open Book and road conditions.  He had spoken with Bob Morehouse about County Highway graveling town roads and mowing with their boom mower. Clerk Peggy Tolbert also reported on calls about Open Book and the Board of Review.  She reported on the September Primary Election and that things had run smoothly. Treasurer Marlene Halonie gave her report: deposits for the month were $81.43 and expenses were $57,228.87. Supervisor Ro Endresen had one call about property assessments and also asked Supervisor Jim Tolbert to edit the town website to make the address of the Town Hall more prominent.  Road employee Dale Halonie reported that he had been mowing, grading, patching blacktop, and putting up fire signs.  He had shouldered on Dongola Road, set up the Town Hall for the September election and had graveled Shrider Road.  He had also taken the dump truck in to the shop to have the bed liner installed.  
Matters for discussion and possible action:
Board of Review update: 6 objections had been registered thus far.  Assessor Clif Pardun was present to review procedure for the Board of Review on Wednesday, October 25.

Bass Lake Road relocation: Ed Weber was present to discuss possible relocation of this road to straighten out dangerous/difficult curves.  After discussion, the board and Mr. Weber agreed that the project was possible, and would require public hearing and permits.  Neil said that he would contact Bob Morehouse for further comment and that the work might be planned in next 2-3 years.  Mr. Weber has offered to provide some of the work and fill material.

November Election update: Peggy Tolbert reminded the board that polls will be open from 7am to 8pm.  The public test of the voting machine is Monday, November 6 at 6pm.  Poll watchers are expected.

Preliminary 2007 Town Budget: Peggy Tolbert presented the draft of the 2007 Town Budget.  There is a 2% levy increase cap again this year.  Most of the budget remains similar to the 2006 budget with the addition of allocation of $5,000 towards a comprehensive planning grant that the County will be coordinating and the purchase of a utility pickup for the Town in the $10,000 price range.  The Public Hearing on the Budget and the Special Town Meeting to approve the 2006 Tax Levy will precede the Monday, November 13 Town Meeting.
Town Hall Repair Project – Most of the work on the Town Hall has been completed: electrical, painting (another coat of paint will be added next year), window repairs (screens still need to be done); and interior clean up and painting.  There has been much publicity and comment on the success of using the work release program with the County Sheriff’s office.
Road Projects update – Neil and Jim met with Dave from Monarch Paving to clarify the Monarch billing of pavement patching done this summer, in particular the section on Dongola Road for which Monarch was charging more than the bid.  A new invoice will be issued.  County Highway will be graveling town roads this fall.
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Ro Endresen made a motion to pay all bills; Neil Ambourn seconded the motion which carried.

The next meeting will be Monday, November 13, 2006. The meeting was adjourned at 9:30pm.
