Town Board Meeting
September 11, 2006
Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7:00pm. All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required. Ro Endresen made a motion to accept the minutes from the July meeting as written. Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Chair Neil Ambourn asked if the paving project on Big Sand Lake had been completed.  He commented that the gravel roads were dry and wash boarding; Dale replied that it was too dry to grade. Neil read the North Memorial Service Agreement amendment that specifies the current population and rate per capita of $19.70 for 2007. Ro Endresen made a motion to accept the new agreement; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.  Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported the preparations for the September Primary Election.  She passed on to Dale the request from the Land Information Office to double check spellings of town roads. Treasurer Marlene Halonie reported that deposits were $86,086.56; expenses were $87,737.31. Neil asked Marlene about the delinquent dog list and requested a copy for himself.  Supervisor Jim Tolbert shared a copy of the Big Sand Lake Association newsletter and discussed the requirements for NIMS; he noted that the 100 and 700 classes were being taught on 9/13 at the Scott Town Hall at 7pm. Road Employee Dale Halonie reported that Paul Anderson had contacted him about hauling cement on the newly paved section of Whistler Road (Neil had already given his permission). Dale said that resident Ed Weber had contacted him about moving his existing driveway – no driveway permit had been written, but Jim Tolbert noted that it should have been.  Dale noted that a culvert would not be needed.  Dale reported that he had done some mowing and had been helping with the Town Hall repair project.  Dale and the board discussed crushing gravel in September.  Neil asked Dale to move the fire sign for Don Button and to patch loose asphalt on the corner of Dongola Road.
Ed Weber was present to discuss relocating Bass Lake Road and offering to do some of the work.  Neil noted that this issue was not on the agenda and that he would make a site visit and help Ed to develop a proposal that would be on the October agenda.

Matters for discussion and possible action:
Comprehensive Planning resolution: Neil read the resolution that Burnett County requested in order to participate in a grant to fund comprehensive planning. Jim Tolbert made a motion to pass the resolution; Ro Endresen seconded the motion, which carried. Neil noted that $5,000 needs to be budgeted in 2007.
Angeline Road speed zone: John Spafford from the St. Croix Tribe was present to discuss posting a lower speed limit on Angeline Road.  The discussion of transferring responsibility for Angeline Road was discussed.  John said that he would look into that.  Neil said that in theory the Town would support lowering the speed limit if the tribe would perform the necessary reviews.

Fall Primary Election: Peggy noted that polls will now open at 7am and asked Dale to prepare the handicapped parking area.  A handicapped port-a-potty was already in place. The voting machine had been passed its public test.  The town could apply for reimbursement of the additional costs associated with earlier poll opening since that amount had not been budgeted.
Town Hall Repair Project – The jail crew had been scraping and replacing some of the rotten wood.  Primer had been purchased and Dale would be working with the crew to spray paint.   There was discussion about repairing or replacing the original school house door.  Neil would get estimates. Basement windows were discussed; Porky Doriott quoted $135 each for 4 windows and frames.  Ro Endresen made a motion to replace the basement windows as quoted; Neil Ambourn seconded the motion which carried. A bid of $2,295 had been received from Maurer Power to trench, and install new outlets and necessary boxes.
Road Projects update – There was discussion of graveling many of the town roads and having gravel crushed in September. There are concerns about the work done on Peterson Road by Monarch, and questions about their invoiced amount related to the patch on Dongola Road. Neil will talk with Bob Morehouse about Peterson Road.
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Ro Endresen made a motion to pay all bills; Neil Ambourn seconded the motion which carried.

Matters for discussion and possible action at the October 23 meeting: Peggy asked about publishing the snowplow notice and whether right of way clearing notices should be sent out.  
The next meeting will be Monday, October 23, 2006. The meeting was adjourned at 9:10pm.
